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The current situation, characterized by problems of employment of university 

graduates and unemployment among middle generation specialists, dictates new 

approaches to teaching foreign languages.  

Activation of educational activity is understood as the purposeful activity of a 

teacher aimed at the development and use of such forms, content, methods and means 

of teaching, which promote the interest, independence, creative activity of a student 

in mastering knowledge, forming skills, skills of their practical application, as well as 

in forming abilities to predict the production situation and make independent 

decisions [1, 17].  

The following principles of active learning are distinguished, which are 

implemented in organizing the learning process. 

1. Individualization. It is desirable to use methods, techniques, exercises

according to the needs and abilities of the student. It is necessary that the material 

studied in the classroom is sufficiently complex, but accessible so that the student 

faces a fairly complex but solvable problem.  

2. Flexibility. It is a combination of variability in training, which involves

division into specialties and specializations and is even more specific in accordance 

with customer requests and taking into account the wishes of students.  

3. Electivity. It provides trainees with the maximum possible independence in

choosing educational routes, obtains on this basis a unique set of knowledge or 

several related professions that meet the individual aptitudes of trainees, the specifics 

of their future professional activity or simply cognitive interests. 

4. Contextual approach – subordination of content and learning logic of

educational material, primarily of general subjects, exclusively in the interests of 

future professional activity, as a result of which training becomes conscious, subject, 
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contextual, contributing to the strengthening of cognitive interest and cognitive 

activity. For example, students of international law read texts about the history of 

diplomacy, diplomatic etiquette with interest. In this way, students get additional 

information on the specialty, while learning a foreign language.  

5. The development of cooperation is a practical realization of the need to 

switch to the principles of trust, mutual assistance, and mutual responsibility of 

students and teaching staff in training specialists.  

6. The atmosphere of communication. It is important that during the class the 

teacher not only informs his students about the language, but also offers them 

situations and problems that stimulate the need to communicate. For example, when 

studying conditional or subjunctive deviation, one should not be afraid of even very 

provocative questions: If you were a diplomat would you take bribes? If you have 

been a president would you have sold factories? [2] 

«The communicative and cognitive need of a student in personality-oriented 

learning becomes the inner motive of his speech activity, with the language acting in 

its main function of forming and formulating thoughts» [3, 15]. Such a technique 

positively prevails over the existing traditional methods of studying foreign 

languages, activates interest in the subject, and thus increases the motivation of 

students. 
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
