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SUPPORTING TEACHING LEGAL TERMINOLOGY WITH
THE USE OF EDUCATIONAL WEDBSITE: QUIZLET

Latest development in technologies and the popularity of the Internet have had
a great impact on the methods and tools of English language instruction - teaching
both General English and English for specific purposes — by enabling educators to
apply Internet-based technologies to the learning environment, thus increasing
student’s motivation, optimizing delivery of instructional materials and encouraging
teacher-student collaboration.
