POLITICAL DETERMINANTS AND SPECIFIC STATE AND LEGAL
CONFLICTS IN UKRAINE

Problem setting. The situation of political conflict in the public sphere of Ukraine
requires serious perfection of control the system by the state. The article is devoted author
interpretation of essence, nature and specific of state and legal conflicts in the field of public
policy of Ukraine, as to confrontation which arises up between or into the institutes of
power as a result of violations of functioning of state mechanism. Complication of
modernization and reforms of legal institutes of the state, sharpening of political fight in
Ukraine for the redistribution of resources of power strengthen actuality of problem of
diagnostics and settlement of state-legal conflict.

Analysis of main researches. It was begun fundamentally to study the problem of state
and legal conflicts in the 90-years of XX century — V. Kudryavcev, Yu. Todika, V. Tatsiy,
M. Panov, L. Herasina, Yu. Barabash, A. Yezerov, A. Ishmuratov, S. Bobrovnik, others. By
an object of researches was become by conflicts between the subjects of state legal
relationships — Center and regions, between different organs and structures of power, by
competitive political groups and others that. Also the social and political factors of state-
legal conflicts were probed by M. Mikhal chenko, Ye. Golovakha, V. Tancher, V. Cvetkov,
1. Kresina et al in a sociological paradigm.

Paper objective. The purpose of the article is theoretical research of essence and
specific of flowing of state-legal conflicts, foremost in Ukraine, and determination of force
and vectors of influence of political determinant, which draw or strengthen repeatedly
conflicts in a country.

Presentation of main body. A modern political process shows that control the system
by the state has contradictory character, in fact the state system of Ukraine was folded on
principles of political, economic and spiritual variety. But a ruling elite stubbornly does
not wish to take into account this factor, and the detailed political doctrine of modernization
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of country absents still. Conducted in the last years of reforms does not give rapid results,
new forms and facilities of government are inculcated contradictory, and it transforms
them on “provocative drivers”, political determinants of conflicts.

1t is well-proven in the paradigm of political conflictology, that the content of “conflict
of interests " in the state-right field is opposing of elites and collision between administrative
groups for prerogatives and resources of power. Conflicts of interests in parliament,
government, judicial bodies of Ukraine are various and testify to political dichotomy is
democracy against a nomenclature! Contradictory dialectics of intercommunication of
policy and state administration often appears in the crisis capability (stagnaion,
disfunctions) of politicians and rights institutes. International practice shows even, that
exactly between the institutes of legislative and executive power more frequent all there
are state-legal conflicts.

In modern Ukraine all of constitutional process of creation of the state it is enough not
simple, and collisions and spores of imperious structures did not disappear through
prerogatives and jurisdictions, and often pass to hard confrontation. Permanent renewal
of conflicts in Ukrainian state space depends on negative influence of political determinant:
low level of legal culture of some groups state machine, off-grade legal adjusting of
constitutional relations; conservatism of thought and corporate egoism of certain political
forces; absence is in the structures of state power of experience of decision of conflict
questions by a consensus,; and acts of hostility for injury of national safety of Ukraine it
territorial integrity and others. Effective, collision-free co-operation executive, legislative
and judicial power of Ukraine must lean against the balance of jurisdictions of their
institutes and organs fastened a constitution.

Conclusions. Confrontation in the actions of Ukrainian state power is predefined the
unsteadiness of priorities in strategy of the state and chaoticness of reforms of political
system.

VISUALIZATION OF POLITICAL RELATIONS BY THE MEANS OF
ARCHITECTURE

Problem setting. The architecture has the powerful potential of impact on political
consciousness of citizens. This role is reinforced due to the development of high technologies,
growing data streams, etc. The policy of national memory in Ukraine is the testimony of
this phenomenon.
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Recent research and publications analysis. The researches, devoted to the relations
between the architecture and politics, including the problem of human rights, are spread
recently. The studying of architecture impact on formation of symbolic policy, are spread
within Urban Studies. O. Hatherley, S. Low et al. study the impact of city squares on
political communications. The significant contribution into study on impact of architecture
on social relations was made by neuropsychologist C. Ellard. Some researchers have
analyzed the political the political aspects of the government institutions architecture.
N. Khoma develops the theoretical principles for political Urban Studies in Ukraine.
However, there are the contradictions in national researches, they often pay attention only
to reflection of tendencies for political development in architecture.

Paper objective. The paper objective is to analyze the mutual impact of architecture
and social political relations, in particular, architecture ability not only to reflect the
tendencies in social political development but to impact on them.

Paper main body. A symbol not only represents the social actuality, it is such actuality
and it forms it within dynamic aspect. This stipulates not only the propagandist but social
organizing functions of architecture. Hereby, the architectural objects produce the senses,
which their creators have not anticipated. Moreover, they can change the symbolic load
with time. The mechanism to form the actuality through symbolization is the embodiment
of new sense into symbolic object by its consumer, and the discrepancies in perception
relate to different social positioning of consumers. The theoretical substantiation of these
phenomena is the concept by M. McLuhan, in particular, his principle according to which
the medium is the message the medium is amputated from its creator. As a result of this,
the architecture can refer to other actuality, namely to society with its range of persuasions,
emotions, etc.

The history of president s residencies in Turkey is analyzed in the paper as the example
for impact of form on development of political relations. Moving of the President to the
new residence was preceded to constitutional implementation of president’s government.
Place de la Concorde and Vendome Column in Paris were chosen as the example for change
in information content of architectural objects. The authors explain the discrepancies in
shapes for T. Shevchenko monuments in Ukraine with discrepancies in concepts of nation,
which are defended by different regional communities in Ukraine.

Conclusions of the research. The authors refer the perspectives for researches on role
of architecture in formation of political relations to accumulation of actual material both
as to symbolization of certain architectural elements and mechanisms to form the senses
of architectural spaces.

SOCIAL JUSTICE THROUGH THE PRISM OF THE CONCEPT OF
DEFECTIVE DEMOCRACIES OF WOLFGANG MERKEL

Problem setting. Social justice is determined by the attitude of the state towards those
who contribute to its strengthening and recovery. High power is here the main arbiter.
Therefore, the government should create a system for the search for talented people who
can bring benefits to the state and provide them with a decent livelihood through the
implementation of the principle of social justice. The greatest hopes here are based on
democracy, which, according to Merkel’s definition, may not only be effective, but also
defective. Therefore, the assessment of its ability to ensure the principle of social justice
reveals a wide research space for scientists of different directions, especially political
scientists and sociologists.

Recent research and publications analysis. Comprehensive systematic study of the
problem of social justice is contained in works by L. Boltansky, L. Teveno, K. Sabbay,
M. Sandel, M. Woltser, V. Argunova, 1. Gavrilova, I. Devyatko, O. Sapelkina, T. Shipunova.
1t is these studies, along with works R. A. Dahl (“Democracy and Its Critics”, 1989),
L. Diamond (“The End of the Third Wave and the Global Future of Democracy”, 1996),
R. Dworkin (*““Constitutionalism and Democracy”, 1995) were used by Merkel in developing
the concept of defective democracies.

The paper objective was analysis of the causes and consequences of the deformation
of the principle of social justice in conditions of defective democracy.

Paper main body. In political science, social justice is defined as perfect integrity and
is associated with a balance between equality and freedom. At the same time, the
requirements for social justice are growing and exacerbated by the spread of social and
legal inequality, exploitation, the dominance of administrative and bureaucratic methods
of governance, limiting political freedoms, orienting social policies to service and enriching
the ruling classes of society. The vast majority of researchers in this phenomenon determine
that social justice is an inherent feature of democracy, although the existence of democratic
institutions does not always guarantee the implementation of the principle of social justice.
The conducted research showed: 1) democracy, as a political regime, implies the possibility
of deformation of any parameter characterizing the ways and mechanisms of the realization
of power in society; 2) “defect” of democracy is determined by the presence of shortcomings
or limitations of institutional mechanisms created by the constitutional and legal democratic
system for the realization of democratic practices of domination.

1t is noted that the main signs of defective democracy are corruption, ineffective courts,
weak civil self-organization, incapable groups of interests and party systems, underdeveloped
administrative infrastructure and controversial monopoly of the state for the exercise of
political power.
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The analysis carried out in the article allowed to reach the following conclusions of
the research. The mechanisms of action of the principle of social justice in Ukraine are
destroying such defects of its democracy: imperfection of the functional separation of the
actions of branches of power and their real independence, defects of party construction
in a multi-party system,; corrupt power, “damage” of the constitutional and legal principles
and partial neutralization of the mechanisms of containment of power; the establishment
and institutionalization of nonformal practices and rules of the political game, the
displacement of formal political institutions by informal; the state's inability to overcome
the economic and political problems of the pre-democratic phase of development;
domination of paternalistic practices in socio-political and socio-economic relations.

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CATEGORY “ELECTORAL CULTURE”

The article reveals the content of the category “electoral culture” and the subordination
between this concept and the category “political culture”. The authors describe the
discrepancies between “electoral culture”: “culture of political elections”, “culture of
voters”, “culture of electoral process”. Electoral culture is an important part of political
culture that separates it with the passing of time, when political elections as a procedure
gain the necessary weight. It is noted that during the conduct of election campaigns the
meaning field of political culture is narrowed to its effective fragment — electoral culture.
The article reveals the influence of electoral culture on the national political process.
Authors define electoral culture as a set of typical, relatively consistent knowledge,
representations, guides, beliefs, values, symbols, orientations, skills and patterns of
behavior manifested in the electoral process and transmitted from generation to generation
of a particular nation, having significant transformational potential and appearing in the
activities of electoral subjects and in the functioning of democratic institutions.

Keywords: electoral culture, political culture, political elections, historical tradition,

political process, democratization.

Problem description. On the eve of a regular electoral cycle in Ukraine, the
actualization of the entire complex of problems associated with political elections
is being objectively carried out. Among others, the problem of electoral culture,
which is exacerbated in transitive societies, where the forms of real political
participation are extremely limited and undeveloped, is put forward to the fore. The
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conceptualization of electoral culture as the basic category of political science is
determined by its increasing role in the processes of democratization of transition
societies. This necessitates a fundamental study and thorough analysis of the
electoral culture in the context of identifying the underlying factors that cause social
transformations. It is the electoral culture that acts as one of the dominant factors
that influences the course of the electoral process in Ukraine, which determines the
peculiarity of the state-building processes in general.

In the outlined context, there is an urgent need to study the specifics of electoral
culture in the post-socialist space, to which Ukraine belongs. If in countries with
developed liberal democracy elections are only a form of civil activity, in transitional
society, as practice shows, this is almost the only “public affair” that gives an idea
of the political culture of an individual or society as a whole. Traditionally, other
indicators of the person’s involvement in the political process remain the fate of
a few, that is, the elite. Political elections in modern Ukraine are in fact an indicative
form of mass participation in politics, therefore the political culture of transition
society is often reduced to a narrower sphere — the electoral culture.

Ukrainian society is at the stage of political and regime transformation, with
electoral competitions playing a key role of anchors for changes in the prevailing
political practices. It is the changes in the electoral culture of a transitive society that
allows us to ascertain how much it has advanced on the path of real (instead of
fictional) democratization. According to A. I. Sushko, recently in Ukraine, a number
of legislative acts aimed at involving citizens in different forms of decision-making
have been adopted, efforts are being made to create a system of democratic
institutions. On this basis, the process of reforming the system of public administration
has been initiated. This will change the tendency to reduce the proportion of citizens
who are subjective involvement in social and political life [8, p. 163].

Analysis of up-to-date research. The problem is based on the results of scientific
research in various spheres of social and political knowledge. For this work, the
concepts devoted to revealing the specifics of the course of the electoral process in
the context of the democratization of a transitional society (V. Helman, V. Yeliezarov,
J. MacAlister, M. Popesku, H. Tok, D. Farrell, R. Rose, N. Manro and others).

The definition of theoretical and methodological principles of electoral research
has been greatly influenced by the works devoted to the analysis of political culture
(G. Almond, S. Verba, R. Inghelhart, L. Pye, R. Tucker, J. Habermas, S. Huntington
and others). Of great value for the study of electoral processes are concepts devoted
to the explication of various aspects of the issues of electoral behavior and electoral
culture (F. Hohel, I. Homerov, E. Downs, O. Zubchenko, B. Idrisov, P. Lazarsfeld,
S. Lipset, G. Pocheptsov and others).

The works of Ukrainian scholars that highlight a wide range of issues of the
current democratization processes in Ukraine (V. Bakirov, Yu. Barabash, V. Burdiak,
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A. Hetman, I. Kresina, M. Mykhalchenko, M. Primush, N. Rotar, V. Fisanov,
V. Tatsiy and others) are of great importance for defining the strategies of the study
of electoral practices.

Election technologies in the electoral process of transitive societies are studied
by N. Arzhanov, O. Balakirieva, A. Balashova, S. Balikov, B. Bakhtieiev, A. Bidenko,
O. Valevskyi, M. Varii, O. Vynnykov, V. Halynovskyi, S. Halushko, V. Holovchenko,
H. Hrachov, V. Hrechaninov, A. Dzhabasov, T. Dzhyha, V. Dubytska, D. Dutsyk,
I. Zhdanov, P. Zhuk, O. Zaiarna, A. Zinchenko, F. Iliasov, O. Kordun, N. Kostenko,
P. Kraliuk, Yu. Krasnokutska, M. Kuzmienkova, O. Kulieshova, R. Pavlenko,
A. Kuptsov, A. Kurtov, Z. Karpenko, L. Leontieva, V. Lysenko, O. Lytvynenko,

V. Petrenko, Yu. Pryvalov, R. Starovoitenko and others.

The evolution of the electoral system in Ukraine is studied by H. Havrylov,
N. Gaieva, V. Honcharuk, T. Demko, Yu. Klyuchkovskyi, O. Mazur, H. Malkina,
O. Petryshyn, I. Shkurat and others.

Recently, researchers of the electoral process are paying more attention to the
regional specificity of voting, initiating a regional approach (V. Kolosov,
R. Turovskyi, N. Petrov, V. Lisnichyi). The effects of electoral systems, which are
analyzed in the framework of an institutional approach (works by M. Duverger,
R. Taagheperi, M. Shugart, V. Lysenko, H. Holosova) continue to be in the center
of attention of researchers. T. Colton proposed a comprehensive version of the
various factors in the electoral process, proposing a synthetic approach.

The cognitive approach, which is followed by N. Biriukov, D. Nort, V. Sergeiev,
becomes more and more popular. According to this approach, in order to understand
the logic of voter behavior, it is necessary to recreate their cognitive guidelines. In
the study of electoral behavior, the cognitive approach is used in the reconstruction
of those periods of party leaders’ activities related to elections.

The interesting innovative approach proposed by M. Black, G. Lacoftf and
M. Johnson is an analysis of the metaphors of elections, which are regarded as «a
system of generally recognized associationsy, a kind of concentrated ontology. The
metaphor implicitly contains the concepts and categories through which the
individual interprets a particular phenomenon. In this case, the metaphor can
highlight some of the properties of the phenomenon and overshadow the others. So
the choice of metaphor (often at the subconscious level) determines the understanding
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of the subject of what is happening, and this, in turn, determines the logic of his
behavior.

In the national social sciences one of the first works devoted to electoral
problems was the popularly published V. Bebik”s edition “How to become popular,
win the elections and to stay on political Olympus: Social psychology and technology
of political struggle”. The value of this work is that the author pays considerable
attention to the peculiarities of national mentality and the political (in fact, electoral)
culture of Ukrainian voters.

A great contribution to the study, first of all, of the image of politicians in the
electoral process, electoral technologies and other issues related to the culture of
political elections, is made by G. Pocheptsov. Among his many works in the context
of our topic, we highlight the following: “Profession imagemaker”, “Imageology:
theory and practice”, “Psychological warfare”, “Information wars”, “Communicative
technologies of the twentieth century”, “Public relations, or How to successfully
manage public opinion”, “Propaganda and counter-propaganda”, “Information
policy”, etc. Using a large factual material, based on the rich experience of Western
democracies, Professor G. Pocheptsov makes theoretical generalizations and offers
ideas for modernizing image strategies and optimizing the overall strategies of
election campaigns.

Gradually, the electoral process is at the center of attention of Ukrainian and
Russian political scientists. Some scholars have proposed a purely universalist
approach (technology) to the study of the electoral process in the post-Soviet space,
without questioning the western theories and technologies on the electoral practices
of the former Soviet republics. A similar approach is found in the works of Russian
scientists O. Kudinov “Fundamentals of Organizing and Conducting Election
Campaigns in the Regions of Russia. Theories, methods, technologies, practice”,
by S. Lysovskyi and V. Yevstafiev “Election technologies: history, theory, practice”,
M. Hryshyn’s “Fundamentals of Electoral Campaigns”, T. Greenberg”’s “Political
Technologies: PR and Advertising”.

A certain theoretical breakthrough from the unconditional “technology” to the
mandatory consideration of the national political and cultural factor in the electoral
campaigns of transitional societies is carried out in the works of such Russian
scientists as A. Kovler “Election technologies: Russian and foreign experience”,
S. Kara-Murza “Manipulation Consciousness”, E. Makarevych, O. Karpukhin
“Games of the Intellectuals, or Social Control of the Masses”, M. Kosheliuk “The
Technology of Political Elections”.

The above-mentioned works allows us to conclude that, in essence, the main
method in modern studies of electoral processes is the critical multiplicity, the
essence of which is to thoroughly analyze the various factors and separate stages
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of the process of electing political power. In this case, in almost all cases empirical
and normative tools are used.

At the same time, the studies devoted to the electoral process pay insufficient
attention to political and cultural factors that have a significant impact on the
specifics of electoral processes, in particular, in transitional societies.

Recently there has been a significant increase in the interest of scholars in the
study of electoral culture. Moreover, this category is investigated in the context of
strategic (V. Bokoch, D. Gavryliuk, A. Sushko), and in tactical (V. Antemiuk,
V. Bun, V. Kornienko, T. Maksimishina). This is not a direct indication of the
continuation of the democratization process in Ukraine, as the actualization of
certain scientific concepts, as a rule, is due to the application needs of the
development of a particular society.

The purpose of the article is to reveal the main content of the category “electoral
culture” and give it a definition. The task of the article is to systematize and
generalize scientific ideas about the category “electoral culture”.

Presenting main material. Recently, democratization has become a leading
trend in the world and domestic political process. The emergence of new democracies
in Central and Eastern Europe in the post-Soviet space is the best evidence of this.
In this context, election campaigns in Ukraine and other post-socialist societies are
not just important political events. They have become epoch-making milestones in
political history, which determine the further development of all political life. In
order to verify the correctness of this statement, it’s worth remembering the
presidential election campaigns of 2004, 2010 and 2014 and the 2006, 2007, 2012,
and 2014 parliamentary campaigns in Ukraine. Of course, the electoral cycle of
2019, 2020 will have a fatal significance for the further development of Ukraine.
The main question is whether our country will preserve independence and a European
vector of development?

The universal value of democracy as a universal form of legitimizing political
power is compared with the invention of the wheel or with the discovery of the
New World. Formerly in world history, for the most part, we find examples of the
rule of a few — oligarchs, aristocrats, tyrants, monarchs, then with the approval of
a democratic style of government (direct, and subsequently representative
democracy), a large number of people join the leadership of society.

The emergence on the map of the world of new democratic states makes more
attention to the study of the electoral process as a fundamental political process of
the present, which largely determines the development of global political reality.
The transformation of society from authoritarianism to democracy is always linked
to passing through new democratic electoral technologies. But a serious study of
these technologies is impossible without considering the conceptual approaches to
the definition of the concept of “electoral culture” and its constituent factors. After
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all, only passing through the repeatedly repeated electoral process allows a transitive
society to realize itself as a true democracy.

Today”’s scientific circles use different phrases to refer to the phenomenon of
“electoral culture”: “culture of political elections”, “culture of voters”, “culture of
the electoral process”, etc. All these shades of the category “electoral culture” have
their content specifics. For example, the “culture of the electoral process” envisages
a broad interpretation, coverage of all participants in the process (including not
only citizens voting, but also active subjects of the electoral process: parties, blocs,
their leaders, observers, members of election commissions, etc.). The notion of
“electoral culture” confines itself to limiting the range of its carriers to only voters
who vote. The notion of “culture of political elections” in its content seems to be
the identical notion of “culture of the electoral process”. However, if one thinks
about the true nature of these categories, then their fundamental identity becomes
apparent, since in the final result all participants in the electoral process act as voters
and are carriers of a certain electoral culture. For example, presidential candidates
also come to polling stations and vote, it’s easy to guess who. The voting act brings
together other members of the electoral campaign. Therefore, it will be quite
justified to use the named concepts — phrases as synonyms.

The culture of political elections is an integral part of the general political
culture. Particularly clear the significance of this element of political culture can
be observed on the example of transitive societies, where the actual participation
of the population in the political process is actually limited to the electoral
procedure. In the conditions of non-working of other forms of political participation
in transitional societies, it is the electoral culture that is a clear indicator of
political and cultural transformations. However, more and more political scientists
pay attention to the latest features of the political process in developed democracies,
which consists in the fact that it proceeds mainly on the electoral and parliamentary
scenes, in the activities of political parties and public associations. At the same
time, as J. Habermas notes, the role of indifferent spectator, which is only
indirectly included in political communications, remains practically the public.
The latter are replaced by “demonstrative and manipulative publicity” of
organizations acting through the public”’s head [9, p. 190-197]. As V. Bokoch
notes, “the political person” actually turns into a limited political right “person
voting” (electoral). Incidentally, the latest features of the political process in
developed democracies are characterized by the fact that it occurs mainly on the
electoral and parliamentary scenes, and, to a lesser extent, is realized in the
political and social life of parties and public organizations. This confirms the need
to increase the role of electoral culture not only for countries with a transitional
type of society, but also for countries with a regime of consolidated democracy
[2, p. 121].
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Culture usually has a well-established national content, which is not limited to
a linguistic factor at all. This observation can be applied in a certain sense to two
close neighboring peoples: Ukrainian and Russian, most of whose representatives
speaks one language, but have large differences in national political culture, which
is reflected in the nature of political processes in Russia and Ukraine. If
authoritarianization of political life takes place in Russia, then democratization in
Ukraine is taking place, which is fully in line with the political and cultural
guidelines of the two peoples. In this context, one should recall the interesting
opinion of N. Berdyaev, who noted that “the peoples that are related and close are
less able to understand each other and repel more from each other than the distant
and the alien. A kind of language sounds unpleasant and seems to spoil your own
language. In family life one can observe this repulsion of the loved ones and the
inability to understand each other. Aliens have many apologies, but they do not
want to forgive their loved ones. .. And nobody seems so strange and incomprehensible
as their own, close” [1, p. 160].

The problem of determining the key descriptive category that would allow the
most adequate reflection of the essence of the process of political and social
transformations in transitive societies is the most important. “Electoral behavior”
is the resulting manifestation of the political decision of voters. This category is
suitable for describing the current, conditional voting processes. While it is necessary
to determine a more profound level of the electoral process”s mental processes,
which will allow to establish the system layer of its political definition. Appears to
the notion of “political culture”. But the great content of content and ideological
orientation of this concept, which has more than 300 definitions since its introduction
into scientific circulation, makes its use problematic for transitive societies.

First, the cognitive level, that is, the level of cognition of politics is in crisis
because of the abandonment of outdated policy practices and the sluggish and
painful birth of new practices. Secondly, the emotional level is determined in
advance, because the experience of the socio-economic and spiritual crisis is always
accompanied by negative emotions, with the prevailing latent (and sometimes legal)
protest against the power of the “reformers”. Thirdly, the assessment aspect is also
set in advance, since citizens who are deprived of new ideological landmarks
reproduce marginal assessments of politics and politicians. As for A. Kardiner”s
and S. Weit”’s active approach, it is still more problematic. However, it would be
wrong to oppose the two identified categories. It is necessary to determine the
subordination between them.

Electoral culture is an important part of political culture that separates it with the
passing of time, when political elections as a procedure gain the necessary weight.

The core of political culture arises at the time of the formation of the first state
formations of one or another nation. In those ancient times, the ethnic substrate (the
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tribes that serve as the basis for the formation of the ethnic group) receive the first
experience of more or less orderly politics. In the proto-ethnic environment there
are certain socio-political relations that form typical political knowledge, initial
ideas about ways to solve political affairs that affect all members of the tribe.
Gradually, regular forms of political participation, initial political orientations, and
stereotypes of political behavior are becoming established. Semi-mythological
symbols of state order arise, and a common attitude towards political institutions
and informal leaders is formed. It is the historical core, sometimes called the
“national archetype” or “internal image”, which serves as the system-forming
beginning of national political culture, since it absorbs the means of political self-
organization of a pro-national community.

Then, as a result of the first experience of sovereign nation-building, the primary
foundations of the national political tradition are formed, which serves as the main
means of broadcasting the characteristics of the original political and cultural core
to future generations of a certain people. Due to the national political tradition, the
inheritance of the national archetype from generation to generation of a certain
people occurs. Due to tradition, the political mentality of each individual nation is
formed, which determines the valuable legitimization of the corresponding political
behavior. The political tradition is manifested in the stereotypes of perception of
political life, in the usual models of political behavior, in the typical forms of the
functioning of political, state institutions.

An effective mechanism of political tradition reveals and actualizes those models
of political behavior that are most in line with the current needs of the nation’s
existence. Political tradition is an effective instrument of political socialization and
a component of the historical memory of peoples. Traditionally, as a rule, symbolic
policy attributes (flag, coat of arms, anthem) and even certain components of mass
political sentiment are transmitted. (For example, prevailing conservative traditions
in England, revolutionary traditions in France, authoritarian traditions in Russia).
During the historical period, the national political tradition under the influence of
internal and external conditions in some way changed, since there are more and
more challenges. Particularly brightly, the «modernization» components of the
tradition (layering) are manifested in moments of its interruption, when, say,
national statehood loses its sovereignty and falls under the protectorate of foreign
state entities, which impose their political orders on the colonial territories. In the
political culture of the subordinate nation there are unnatural layers for it, which
are conditioned by the formation of new socio-political relations initiated by the
metropolis. Certain elements of the national tradition are inferior to new values and
standards of behavior, but the core of tradition does not disappear, it updates its
own external and internal periphery. Even under the conditions of a deep crisis,
when some changes in the internal structure of the political and cultural core appear,
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the most important reinforcement elements of national identity, the “inner image”
are preserved, otherwise the cultural system may cease to exist, which will cause
the collapse of the social system as a whole.

For centuries, a phenomenon of historical political culture emerges that embraces
not only its own political tradition of the national community, but also those layers
(foreign elements) brought by the state, which establishes its protectorate over
a weaker national statehood. It is important to emphasize that foreign layers in the
historical political culture can have a rather great influence on its development, and
not only with a very negative meaning. The interruption of the national political
tradition significantly weakens the scale of its action and localizes the sphere of
influence to the narrow layer of the intellectual elite. But this does not mean
a complete loss of national political tradition. It is preserved in the way of life,
historical memory and historical sources, customary law, works of political and
legal thought, national symbols, etc. That is, it is hardly possible to completely
destroy the national political tradition. It can be highly localized, deprived of
presence in the mass political consciousness of the people, but because of this,
nullifying can not be.

As a result of the complex process of historical evolution, as a result of the
influence of the national political tradition and colonial layers, the historical political
culture serves as the basis for the phenomenon of contemporary political culture.
The meaningful complexity of this phenomenon is that it organically combines the
historical and modern components, the proportion of which depends on the
rootedness of the political consciousness of the people of their own national political
tradition. If this tradition is interrupted, then the historical component is considerably
inferior to the influence of modern, and vice versa: the continuity and power of
tradition predetermine the significant influence of the historical component of
political culture. On this basis, it can be emphasized that modern political culture
is the process of production and reproduction of its constituent components in
different generations of a certain nation, on the basis of which a specific system of
political relations arises in the national space. Political culture serves as a means
of recreating the political life of society, the worldview, orientations, patterns of
behavior of individuals and groups, as well as the forms of functioning of political
institutions, which are manifested in the direct activity of the subjects of the political
process. Political culture receives systemic character at the national level, as it is
part of a complex adaptation mechanism of a certain people to the conditions of
their own life.

Thus, political culture, in its system-forming quality, is a matrix, that is, a set
of basic norms and values that are rooted in a particular national community and
which ensure the political unity of society. Within the framework of political culture,
everything typical of the political process of each society manifests itself, which,
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in spite of any historical conflicts, maintains the meaningful core of the political
life of each individual nation. At the same time, political culture is a rather dynamic
system that responds sensitively to transformations in the realities of the world,
adapting, for example, to a scientific, technical, industrial or information revolution.
A characteristic feature of political culture is that it represents not politics or political
process in their real embodiment, but is a complex of representations of a certain
national or social community about politics and laws and the rules for its functioning.
The perception or rejection by the overwhelming majority of the population of the
form of political action or measures of the government, other bodies of state
administration, political forces is largely due to the basic characteristics of political
culture.

As you can see, political culture is a rather complex and ambitious concept. We
distinguish the following components of political culture: the culture of political
consciousness (theoretical and everyday levels), the culture of the functioning of
political institutions and electoral culture. They are directly dependent on the
political regime as a set of means for policy implementation and the way in which
the political system exists. Moreover, the dependence of the political regime on
political culture is mutually exclusive. On the one hand, the political regime defines
the basic format of socio-political relations in society, that is, it directly influences
the political culture of one or another society. On the other hand, political culture
as a result of historical evolution creates the basis of relations in the politics, which
entails the functioning of a certain political regime. Although, of course, the political
regime serves as the foundation for the deployment of all political processes in
society, because it is due to him that the characteristic type of political relations is
formed. Modern political culture receives its meaningful source just from the
political regime (see the picture 1).

Political practices that are formed in a particular political regime determine the
specifics of the political choice of citizens. Dominant methods of policy determine
the nature of the adoption of a political decision by the population, the result of
which is the waiver of all its other options and the benefits of only one of the
proposed solutions.

The action of this two-stage mechanism is particularly clearly evident in the
electoral choice of citizens in transformational societies, where the quality of
a political product and the skills of'its right choice are insufficient. The insignificance
of new political practices and the fragmentation of old practices in the transitive,
hybrid regime leads to the emergence of a typical situation where voters do not
have an unambiguously more attractive voting option and they are forced to cast
their vote on the “less evil” principle. Under the regime of consolidated democracy,
this situation is much less likely, because the supply in the electoral market is more
diverse and more qualitative, therefore, they vote for “the best”.
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(the way a political system
operates)

In a totalitarian or authoritarian regime, they vote for “who needs power”,
because, as a rule, elections are a non-alternative, formal and, in many ways,
coercive procedure. Therefore, it is no coincidence that the level of political
competence (and even the level of education) of the electorate is absolutely unequal
in autocratic regimes and consolidated democracy regimes. This is natural, because
the complexity of tasks for voters is fundamentally different. If in despotic forms
of government it is important to demonstrate loyalty to the authorities and to
mechanically (ritually) support it by voting at quasi-ranks, then in the polyarchies
voters are solving a rather difficult task: in the competitive election, among many
alternative politicians, choose those who will defend their interests. To do this, you
must clearly understand your political interests and have relevant knowledge about
political forces and their programs in order to make informed electoral choices
through their analysis or position of authoritative person (group of people).
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In transitional societies, a component of political culture, such as electoral
culture, becomes of paramount importance. The fact is that the “dead” or ritual
participation in the policy of the overwhelming majority of the population in the
authoritarian and totalitarian regimes is inertia inherited by them at the beginning
of the transition to democracy. Citizens in transitive societies lose a “mechanical”,
unconscious participation in the political process, but do not yet acquire a new,
informed participation. They are only learning to master new political practices
and relationships. Where in the transitional societies we can observe the real
participation of citizens in politics? Mainly in the electoral process. It is precisely
in a competitive election that real learning of citizens” participation in “living”
politics takes place.

As V. Bun notes, under the electoral culture, researchers understand the
experience, knowledge, norms, skills of people, social communities, political
institutions associated with participation in elections to government [3, p. 55].

It 1s the electoral process in the conditions of conducting free, transparent,
honest, competitive elections, which determines the political development of
transitive regimes. The people as the only source of power, voting for representatives
of certain political forces, determine the personal composition of the political elite
and prefer a certain program of development of society. The election is the only
possible and only recognized procedure in the civilized world for legitimizing state
power and is a universal criterion for determining progress in the development of
one or another political system. On the contrary, according to D. Gavryliuk,
absenteeism acts as a phenomenon of electoral culture in the context of the need
for the democratization of Ukrainian society [4, p. 5].

It is quite rightly emphasized V. Korniienko and V. Antemiuk: “The population
in the election time receives a much larger array of political information that
translates citizens into another psychological state, forcing them to focus most of
the attention on political events, by essentially changing the relationship between
the classical components of political identification patriarchal, subadan and activist.
Thus, there is every reason to believe that during the election period, political culture
is predominantly electoral, more active and ‘politicized’” [5, p. 6].

Qualitative characteristics of the electoral culture determine the peculiarities of
the electoral process and, in general, the political process in one or another society.
Electoral culture, which acts as a concerted expression of political culture, sometimes
has a decisive influence on the political process of the transformational (post-
socialist) society. This is due to the mobilization specificity and the great importance
of the results of the electoral process for the vector of society’s development. For
example, if after the results of a political election win revanchist, undemocratic
forces, then this leads to an authoritarian reverse in the development of society. If
the election results establish a balance between reformist politicians and conservative
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politicians, then society is doomed to stumble in place in its development, losing
time to make the necessary social changes.

In scientific circulation today, various phrases are used to refer to the phenomenon
of “electoral culture”: “culture of political elections”, “culture of voters”, “culture
of the electoral process”, etc. All these shades of the category “electoral culture”
have their content specifics. For example, the “culture of the electoral process”
envisages a broad interpretation, coverage of all participants in the process (including
not only citizens voting, but also active subjects of the electoral process: parties,
blocs, their leaders, observers, members of election commissions, etc.).

The notion of “electoral culture” confines itself to limiting the range of its
carriers to only voters who vote. The notion of “culture of political elections” in its
content is identical to the term “culture of the electoral process”. Therefore, it is
entirely justified to use the named concepts — phrases as synonyms.

Let’s take into account the conceptual layers of the electoral culture (see the
picture 2).

It should be emphasized that the proportion of electoral culture is greatly
increased in political regimes, which are marked by a certain level of democracy,
that is, where elections are not formal but a real procedure based on competition.
The change of power at all levels occurs here through specially organized
mechanisms for mass expression of will, which is based mainly on electoral culture.
One of the decisive factors in the electoral culture is the electoral system, which is
defined in the national electoral legislation, because it is the electoral system that
creates rules of the game in the electoral process. According to T. Maksimishyna,
the strategy of electoral campaigns in consolidated democracies, in particular the
United States, is aimed at overcoming absenteeism and mobilizing its potential
supporters at polling stations and voting for pro-government forces. Similar
measures can be taken by the political opposition, which, in the usual time between
elections, assembles people to rallies, activating their political guidelines [6, p.78].

Summarizing the foregoing, it should be noted that electoral culture is a collection
of typical, relatively consistent knowledge, ideas, guides, beliefs, values, symbols,
orientations, skills, patterns of behavior that manifest themselves in the electoral
process and are transmitted from generation to generation of a particular nation,
but they have a significant transformational potential and appear in the activities
of the subjects of the electoral process and in the functioning of democratic
institutions [7, p. 72].

Conclusions and perspectives of further research. Electoral culture is a key
descriptive category that allows the most adequate reflection of the essence of the
process of political and social transformations in transitive societies. In the hybrid
political regime, there is an instability of new political practices and fragmentary
practices of old practices. This leads to the emergence of a typical situation when

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POLITICAL SYSTEM OF SOCIETY IN A HYBRID WAR:
THE DIRECTION OF TRANSFORMATION

Problem setting. Transformational changes in political systems are an essential
condition for their development. However, if in a peaceful time, diverse political
transformations take place on evolutionary principles, then during the war they are
significantly accelerated. The hybrid war has brought new emphasis to the transformation
of political systems. Such transformations take place practically throughout the political
system, but in order to classify the most important transformations, it is expedient to
distinguish its key subsystems — institutional, normative, functional, communicative,
spiritual and cultural.

Analysis of recent research and publications on the topic. In the works of O. Babkina,
V. Bebik, V. Gaponenko, V. Gorbatenko, 1. Gorokhovsky, V. Kotygorenko, V. Kafarsky,
N. Khoma, 1. Kresinoy, A. Kudryachenko, V. Masic, Y. Matsievsky, P. Mironenko,
M. Mikhalchenko, 1. Onischenko, E. Pereguda, T. Poyarkova, M. Primush, O. Romanyuk,
F Rudich, V. Soldatenko, O. Stoiko, T. Tkachenko, G. Zelenko, and other native. The
researchers have considered in detail the processes of formation and development of
political systems. In the works of O. Demenko, V. Dubov, M. Gonchar, V. Gorbulin,
A. Litvinenko, V. Mandrageli, B. Parakhonsky, M. Rozumnyj, L. Smola, M. Trebin,
G. Yavorskaya the problems of the hybrid war in the context of determining its essence,
content, orientation, purpose, as well as the specifics of deployment and flow. Scientific
developments by F. Cappen, F. Hoffman, R. Glenn, R. Newson, J. Sherr reveal the views
of Western specialists on hybrid wars. At the same time, studies that examine the
transformation of political systems under the influence of the hybrid war in Ukrainian
political science is clearly not enough.

Paper objective. Indicate the existence of a large number of definitions of the hybrid
war, none of which does not claim to epistemological absolute. Analyze the transformational
processes in the main subsystems of the political system of society (institutional, normative,
functional, communicative, spiritual and cultural) in the context of a hybrid war. Indicate
the innovative moments of the development of political systems under the influence of hybrid
offensive (defense). Emphasize the special role of the state as the basic political institution
on the organization of the vital functions of the political system in the conditions of active
hybrid influences of the opposite side (enemy state).

Paper main body. A hybrid war affects all subsystems of the political system of society —
institutional, normative, functional, communicative, spiritual and cultural (cultural-
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ideological). However, there is a significant difference in the depth and intensity of such
influence.

There is a fundamental influence of the hybrid war on the state as the basic political
institution of society, which is the main actor of military-political relations. Destruction
(weakening) of the enemy state was and remains the goal of any war, including hybrid war:
Under these conditions, the state is faced with the need to create versatile variants of the
power response to hybrid hazards. As a rule, special government bodies are created with
additional powers. There are large-scale institutional transformations within the security
and defense sector. For the conduct of hostilities, the forces of reserve are involved. Full
or partial mobilization is announced. New parts and connections are deployed. Additional
elements of the security and defense sector can be created.

There are changes in the regulatory legal subsystem. Orders of the supreme commander-
in-chief, directives of the supreme commander-in-chief, decisions of military-civilian
administrations, etc. may be added to traditional normative legal acts (laws, decrees,
resolutions, decisions, orders).

The functional subsystem is also in a state of massive changes. The authorities
deliberately urge all patriotic forces to strengthen armed resistance against the aggressor
(occupation). Volunteer armed formations, underground structures, local self-defense units,
volunteer movements, information resistance, establishment of foreign aid channels, etc.
are strongly stimulated. As a result, there is a deetatization of military practice, an active
involvement of the general population in defense activities.

The communicative subsystem feels no less dynamic changes. Inside the political system
there is a rapid selection of political actors based on their attitude to the objectives of the
war, the opportunities for participation in it and the ways of working in practical military
actions. Subjects expressing doubts about the possibility of victory, and even congratulating
the enemy, acquire the status of non-systemic elements, whose activities should be stopped
immediately. Their leaders have to face political (criminal) responsibility for anti-state
actions.

The spiritual and cultural subsystem is connected with the peculiarities of mass political
culture, the rational and irrational components of collective and individual political
consciousness. The ability of the political system to actively resist the dangers of the hybrid
war and to succeed in its consequence is the domination of positive (heroic-patriotic,
liberation, victorious) cultural-ideological entities that form the general spiritual uplifi of
the people. The vulnerability of the political system, which loses the hybrid war and
questions the future of the state, society, and nation, leads to the opposite result. Apathy,
fatalism, despondency, internal emptiness of a person are a nourishing environment for
the formation of a feeling of defeat, which is the goal of a hybrid variety of hostilities on
the part of the enemy.

The overall impact of the hybrid war on the political system of society is indisputable.
The political system, using its adaptive potential, inevitably changes in the structural,
functional, communicative, normative, and so on. The direction and intensity of such
changes depends on the stability and flexibility of the political system, target orientations
and resources of the attacking party, as well as the foreign policy context of the deployment
and development of military events.
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Conclusions. The overall impact of the hybrid war on the political system of society
is indisputable. The institutional subsystem of the political system of society in the context
of hybrid warfare is characterized by the creation of new military-political authorities,
accelerated development of the military organization of the state (security and defense
sectors), increased attention to or protection against the infrastructure of information and
psychological warfare, as well as deepening of the international military-political
partnership. In the normative subsystem there is a dynamic update of legislation on national
security and defense, taking into account the needs of the war. The functional subsystem
stimulates the qualitative execution of legally defined responsibilities in the field of national
security and defense, mobilization of state and social capabilities for military tasks. The
communicative subsystem provides the search and formation of new formats of interaction
of elements of the political system with each other, with the external environment and with
civil society. Changes in the spiritual and cultural subsystem are to intensify the activity
of mass media, cultural, artistic and educational institutions on the issues of informational
and psychological offensive (defense), as well as the formation of heroic-patriotic,
liberation, victorious components of social consciousness capable of ensuring the spiritual
uplift of the nation in order to win the war. The focus and intensity of such changes depends
on a number of factors, the main of which is the stability of the political system, supplemented
by elements of flexibility, target orientations and resources of the attacking party, as well
as the foreign policy context of the deployment and development of military events.

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THE PHENOMENON OF TERRORISM:
UNDERSTANDING THE ESSENCE

The essence of the phenomenon of terrorism and its main features is revealed. Above
all, violence is a significant sign of terrorism. There are three types of theories explaining
the sources of violence: the first type unites those concepts that derive violence from human
nature, the second — derives the use of violence from the economic and social conditions
of society, the third — connects violence with the dynamics of conflict. When carrying out
terrorist actions, one should take into account the obvious and latent elements of violence.
The obvious element of violence is connected with the implementation of direct terrorist
acts, the latent element of violence is connected with the fact that the terrorist act launches
the mechanism of compelling people to do as way demanded by terrorists. The author's
Definition of terrorism is proposed.

Keywords: terrorism, terrorist act, violence, war, definition of terrorism.

Problem setting. The modern world after the events of September 11, 2001 lives
with the understanding that along with the global problems that were already
perceived by mankind at the end of the twentieth century (the threat of nuclear war,
environmental pollution, climate change, poverty in some regions of the planet),
there was another one threat, which can also be attributed to global — terrorism.
Today, neither a resident of Paris, nor London, nor Tokyo, nor Istanbul, nor any
other city on the planet can feel completely safe. Terrorists live, study and work
alongside ordinary citizens, go to church, mosques or synagogues, do not stand out
from the crowd, but with time they will become cruel murderers, sowing around
death and horror. Terrorism is multifaceted and diverse; it is transformed with
humanity; it mimics the fight against injustice, inequality, oppression, the national
liberation struggle and other social and political processes that can be perceived as
ambivalent. Therefore, insight into the essence of terrorism, understanding the
causes, methods of its struggle is particularly relevant for Ukraine, which for the
fifth year has become the target of a “hybrid” war, during which the enemy actively
uses terrorist acts.
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Recent research and publications analysis. The phenomenon of terrorism was
particularly actively studied by scientists after the tragedy in America, although
even before that it was in their field of vision. But only in the last two decades
hundreds of books and thousands of articles on this topic have been written, dozens
of encyclopedias have been published, investigating this phenomenon. Among
scientists studying the nature, forms and methods of combating terrorism, we can
distinguish such scientists in other countries as Max Abrahms, Anna Marie Brennan,
Martha Crenshaw, Laura Dugan, Joshua D. Freilich, Antonio Giustozzi, Stefan
Goertz, Mark S. Hamm, Ahmed S. Hashim, Bruce Hoffman, Brian Michael Jenkins,
Seth G. Jones, Paul Kamolnick, S. Paul Kapur, Tuncay Kardag, Gary LaFree, Walter
Laqueur, Susanne Martin, Michele R. McPhee, Erin Miller, Travis Morris, Diego
Muro, Petter Nesser, Fernando Reinares, Alex P. Schmid, Ali H. Soufan, Ramon

and others [39—46].

Paper objective. The author remembers the statement perfectly W. Laqueur: “It
can be predicted with confidence that disputes about a comprehensive, detailed
definition of terrorism will continue for a long time, that they will not result in
consensus and that they will make no noticeable contribution to the understanding
of terrorism” [25, p. 135]. But at the same time, author believes that any phenomenon
or process should be comprehensively considered, knowledge of the essence is
a necessary scientific procedure, therefore the purpose of the article is to penetrate
into the essence of the phenomenon of terrorism.

Paper main body. There are arguably numerous definitions of “terrorism”. By
some accounts, there could be in excess of one hundred distinct definitions [47,
p. 1]. In addition, because of its contentious nature, some would argue that: “There
is no agreement on the definition [of terrorism — M. T'], no systematic analysis of
fragmented data, no applicable game models ...in fact, we cannot even say with
any certainty whether the phenomenon is on the rise” [48, p. 29]. Understanding
terrorism as a global problem of the present and finding out the solution against it
is an important epistemological task that requires an immediate settlement.
“Terrorism is a systemic phenomenon, in which ideological, political, moral-value,
psychological, ethno-cultural and other subsystems are united”, — note B. Sidorov
and V. Kirshin [49, p. 105]. In addition, the genesis of this phenomenon shows its
significant transformation: the forms of committing terrorist acts are changing, there
is a shift in the sphere of the target impact of terrorists, changes in their methods
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of operation, features of organizational construction, etc. Terrorism also has much
in common with other forms of social protest and violence — by aggression, armed
struggle, military conflicts of varying degrees of intensity, guerrilla actions, sabotage,
etc. [50]. Table 1 presents the main characteristics of terrorism, guerrilla and
conventional war as modes of violent struggle [51].

Unfortunately, at the UN level, no agreement has yet been reached on the
unequivocal definition of terrorism [52, p. 120-132]. American researchers of
terrorism emphasize that this phenomenon is easier to describe than to give it a clear,
unambiguous interpretation. This is how American researcher Brian Jenkins
approaches the interpretation of this concept. Terrorism, he stresses, “is defined by
the nature of the act, not by the identity of the perpetrators or the nature of their
cause. All terrorist acts are crimes — murder, kidnapping, arson. Many would also
be violations of the rules of war, if a state of war existed. All involve violence or
the threat of violence, often coupled with specific demands. The violence is directed
mainly against civilian targets. The motives are political. The actions generally are
carried out in a way that will achieve maximum publicity. The perpetrators are
usually members of an organized group, and unlike other criminals, they often claim
credit for the act. And finally the act is intended to produce effects beyond the
immediate physical damage” [53, p. 2-3]. Richard A. Falkenrath in his definition
of terrorism also emphasizes the religious aspect. Terrorism for him — “is typically
defined as premeditated violence used to achieve specific political, social, or
religious objectives by instilling fear among the general public” [54, p. 149].
V. Yemelyanov in his monograph “Terrorism — as a phenomenon and as a crime”
gives a definition of terrorism, which emphasizes the political and legal aspect of
the phenomenon: “Terrorism is a publicly-made, generally dangerous act or threat,
aimed at intimidating a population or social groups, with a view to directly or
indirectly influencing or rejecting any decision in the interests of terrorists” [55,
p- 28]. According to experts, among the definitions of terrorism, the following looks
interesting: “Terrorism is the use of non-state violence or threats of violence in
order to cause panic in society, to weaken and even to overthrow the government
and cause political changes; it is aimed at destabilizing state regimes, disturbing
people’s concerns through their defenselessness against the threat of violence, the
change as a result of this state power in the country, on the exercise of other political,
religious or ethnic aspirations” [56, p. 7]. Although this definition of terrorism is
not perfect.
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However, the definition of terrorism itself is very important [57, p. 345].
Identifying any action as a terrorist means not just claiming that it has certain
characteristics but also condemning it. Let’s try to clarify a number of points related
to the definition of terrorism. Each definition must contain the essential features of
the phenomenon. In our view, when it comes to terrorism, then, firstly, it refers to
violence. It is well presented Alex P. Schmid in Table 2 [58, p. 58-59].

State of War
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There were three types of theories explaining the sources of violence [59]. The
first type combines the concepts that draw violence from the nature of man. The
whole history of human civilization is connected with violence. “The very first law
of nature, — wrote V. Soloviev, — is the struggle for existence. All nature lives in the
constant hostility of creatures and forces, in their wicked perturbations and the
charms of someone else’s life. Every creature in our world, from the smallest
particles of dust to humans, speaks about one thing all of its natural life: I exist,
and everything else here is only for me. Facing another one, he says to him: if
I exist, then you can no longer exist, you have no place next to me. And everyone
...want all to destroy and exterminated by all. The confrontation between each and
every one inevitably ends with the death of everyone — a hostile environment, finally
tearing its existence and pushing it out of life, the struggle ends in death and
decay...” [60, p. 71-72]. With this approach, it is assumed that there are innate
tendencies, instincts (death instinct, sexual instinct), pushing people to violence.
To this type can be attributed, and philosophical concepts that explain the violence
inherent in man by the will to power, domination. So, Finnish researcher Tatu
Vanhanen emphasizes that people must fight for power, because this is the ultimate
way to distribute control over resources [61, p. 17], and therefore to a better life.

The second type of theory explains the use of violence by the economic and
social conditions of society. Even Aristotle noted that the basis of violence is the
inability of the authorities to establish equality in society [62, p. 420-422, 577].
Economic and social inequality causes the differentiation of society into groups,
social classes and, accordingly, contradictions and struggle between them. K. Marx,
F. Engels and their followers substantiated the class antagonisms that exist in
society, social inequality and exploitation. The overcoming of these antagonisms
is through the establishment of social equality or, in any case, the alleviation of
inequality. Accordingly, the permissible limits of differences in living standards of
different classes are determined to ensure the stability of public life. Many
contemporary social scientists also tend to conclude that there is a link between
violence and inequality. So, Ralph Dahrendorf writes that inequality and power
continue to be powerful factors in the clash of interests and struggle [63, p. 47].
Y. Antonyan stressed that today’s terrorism “is not only the collision of religions,
nations, civilizations, but also antagonism between the poverty of often potentially
wealthy regions and the wealth of developed countries. But here, not only the very
poverty itself, but also the driving force, advocates a sense of its greatest social
injustice” [64, p. 337]. Professor Pak Hun concluded that inequality in income is
the most important reason for political violence on materials from 62 countries of
the world [65, p. 8].

The third type of theories relates violence to the dynamics of conflict. In any
society there are competing groups — economic, political, and spiritual. The initial
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state of competing groups and individuals is a potential conflict. It becomes real
when the competitive state is personified when each individual begins to confront
each other. This is precisely the stage when violence becomes very likely. The
conflict finds its solution in the victory of one of the conflicting parties. A new
hierarchy is being approved. There is a period of adaptation to the situation. This
is the period when new competing groups are formed. Conflict resolution history
repeats over and over again. According to P. Shikhirev, the history of the development
of social conflicts and the forms of violence used in them can be divided into three
main stages [66, p. 28-29]. The first involves the use of direct physical abuse.
Primitive man sought to destroy another person or group if they prevented him from
living. During the period of slavery, a man realized that it was better not to kill the
enemy, but to make him work for himself. The second stage is political. Its content
is the dominance of some social groups over others. At this stage, the principle of
“agree, or 1”1l kill you” dominates. The third, economic stage is based on a wide
mutually beneficial social exchange. The basic principle of interaction at this stage
is “give me this, and I will give you that”. In parallel with these three methods of
solving social conflicts (physical, political, economic) ideological and moral
principles of interaction of people based on ethnic, value and legal norms were
formed.

Conventional violence has two main interpretations: coercion and the use of
physical force [67, p. 11-30]. In some philosophical works, violence is interpreted
as limiting a person’s physical and spiritual abilities, suppressing his free will. In
the Italian Philosophical Encyclopedia, violence is defined as an act committed
from outside against spontaneous attraction and natural movement. A. Getman,
M. Panov, V. Tatsiy emphasize that violence is any restriction of fundamental human
rights. The understanding of violence as an obligatory restriction of human freedom
is also characteristic of some Russian researchers. Thus, Abdusalam Guseynov
defines violence as “the usurpation of free will” [68, p. 9]. The most common
approach to violence distinguishes those authors for whom it is synonymous with
everything that harms a person.

System analysis allows us to find out the functions of violence, which are largely
due to the degree of awareness of their actions by actors of violence and the ultimate
goal of violence. There are so-called irrational and rational violence. The first is
the process of mental disorientation (aggression), with the object subjected to
substitution and violence is an end in itself (the catharsis function of violence).
“Rational” violence, on the contrary, has a pronounced social or political function
and is one of many means. It is worthwhile to distinguish between instrumental and
symbolic (or “communicative’) violence. Instrumental violence pursues a specific
goal, often used as a means of forming power or redistributing it (for example, the
terrorist nature of the early phase of Italian fascism and a number of movements in
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developing countries). Therefore, violence performs an instrumental function, if
used for the purpose of existential destruction in the name of creating a religious,
ethnic, racial or social homogeneity of society. Symbolic violence, on the contrary,
is aimed not at the realization of the goal, but at the addition of the consciousness
created by the propaganda of a certain image. For a society undergoing systemic
transformation, it is important to remember that the phenomenon of violence in its
current form has a completely new, unusual character unlike all past eras, because
it is a product of a society of a qualitatively different nature, namely, a society
defined as post-industrial. For such a society, the special terrorist activities of its
individuals and groups were particularly characteristic.

In terms of identifying the features of violence in the commission of terrorist
acts, two points must be emphasized: explicit and latent elements of violence. An
explicit element of violence is connected with the implementation of direct terrorist
acts, which can cause people to die, houses getting destroyed, planes, trains, etc.
explode. In today’s conditions, the nature of the objects of terrorist attacks and the
forms of these attacks are sharply spreading. But the main threat from terrorists
remains a threat to the lives and safety of people. It should be noted that the
distinctive feature of modern terrorism is that it has a distinction between the
immediate victim of violence and the group being the object of influence and the
purpose of violence, and the degree of cruelty from this does not diminish, and
perhaps even more. According to Hans Schneider, “terrorism is a process of
transforming people into non-people... Terrorists are insensitive to the suffering of
their victims, distanced themselves from them and predefined their criminal
behavior, which causes harm to the victims. For them, the victims of terrorism are
at best bargain objects, tools for achieving the goal” [69, p. 443]. Most forms of
armed violence characteristic of terrorism are not its monopoly, same as their use
is not evidence of what is just about terrorist practice. Here the main thing is, with
what purpose these violent actions are carried out. Motives and orientation are very
important in the analysis of terrorist acts. Hence, one more distinguishing feature
of terrorism, which is that it combines a high level of political motivation with low
participation of the masses.

The latent element of violence is related to the fact that a terrorist act launches
a mechanism for coercion of people to do as terrorists demand it, to influence state
structures in order to put into practice those demands that were forwarding by them,
creating an atmosphere of fear and hopelessness in society. Thomas Hobbes wrote
about such consequences of violence: “The worst thing is that there is an eternal
fear and constant danger of violent death, and human life is lonely, poor, hopeless,
stupid and short-lived” [70, p. 96]. The execution of the attack does not cover the
content of terrorist acts, and they do not end at the end of the combat operation.
Their main goal is not just the commission of mass killings, the elimination of
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individuals, material damage, etc., but the achievement of social resonance,
intimidation of peoples and governments. Terrorism is not only a form of political
violence, but also a form of political communication. Although intimidation in the
past, characteristic of invasions, has often been in the shadow, since terrorism has
become organized, ideologically sound and systematic, this function is even more
pronounced. Preventive intimidation by terrorist acts applies to everyone: workers,
bankers, employees, officials in ministries. Everyone, absolutely everyone should
feel their insecurity in the face of constant evil, the variability of modern life. With
the help of terrorist acts in a society, hysteria of fear, hopelessness, distrust of certain
social groups, and sometimes entire nations, is manifested, which manifests itself
in the growth of aggressiveness in society. Consequently, violent acts acquire the
character of terrorist, if they are aimed at creating an atmosphere of fear and
hopelessness. In this case, the system of terrorist means includes not only actions
that directly threaten the lives and safety of people, but also bloodless preventive
operations that intimidate people — arson or explosions in abandoned premises —
shops, offices, headquarters of political parties, industrial enterprises, etc.

Atmosphere of fear often causes an increase of aggression in society, awakens
an evil, destructive element in man. Aggressiveness is inherent in man since ancient
times. The “evil inclination” as well as the “good inclination” is an integral part of
the human world. Terrorism is one of those triggers that reproduce the growth of
aggression and violence in society, the growth of dissipative processes.

The emphasis on the explicit and latent components of terrorist activity allows to
capture the fact that the explicit component of terrorist acts largely shows the
instrumental function of a terrorist act as a phenomenon specific to violence; the latent
component shows the genesis and dynamics of such a phenomenon as an increase in
fear, a lack of output in society, and the growth of entropy processes in it.

Analysis of the main characteristics of terrorism allows us to formulate our
vision of terrorism. Terrorism is a social phenomenon that is based on the use or
threat of violence in the form of a terrorist act in order to create an atmosphere of
fear and hopelessness in society in order to achieve the goals of terrorist actors.

Conclusions of the research. Consequently, terrorism is multifaceted, does not
stop at what has been achieved and is constantly evolving, since the social
phenomenon is very complex, its origin and development depend on many factors,
among which, in our opinion, the most important are cultural, geopolitical, socio-
economic, religious and psychological [41, p. 44—101]. Of course, they do not
exhaust the whole variety of factors influencing the emergence and development
of this social phenomenon, but they create the outlines of a sociocultural matrix
that reflects the most important features of terrorism. Thus, we can argue that
terrorism as a social phenomenon is a multicausal, because of its destructive power,
it represents a serious threat to society and the individual.

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THE CRISIS OF DEMOCRACY AND THE DIFFICULTY OF THE WAYS
OF LIBERALISM: THE CAUSES, MECHANISMS AND PROSPECTS
FOR DEVELOPMENT

Problem setting. In our opinion, the current crisis of democracy should be investigated
in the broad context of the mutual influence of democracy and liberalism, the growth of
populist tendencies in the world, the strengthening of authoritarianism, the crisis of liberal
institutionalism and the complexity of the draft international law, and in connection with
the sum of geopolitical factors.

Recent research and publications analysis. The scientific literature discusses widely
the problems of the modern crisis of democracy. They are at the center of attention of well-
known scholars (Irina Denisenko, Mykhailo Trebin, Thor Polishchuk, Halyna Kuts, Victoria
Pohribna, Olena Sakhan, Chantal Mouffe, Steven Levitsky, Lukan A. Way, Jan Zielonka,
Larry Diamond, Daniel Ziblatt, Jordan Kyle, Yascha Mounk, Limor Gultchin, Nadia
Urbinati).

Paper objective. The purpose of this work is to find out where in the modern world the
differences between liberalism and democracy begin. The task is to reach understanding
of the threats and possible positive aspects of the affirmation of populism, to point out the
places and meaningful centers of critical joins, manifestations or “breakthroughs” of
perspectives on political processes, values-orientation shifts, institutional changes.

Paper main body. The article attempts to study the modern crisis of democracy in
a diverse sense, in the broad context of the mutual influence of democracy and liberalism.
The problem of growth of populist movements of various character in the world, their
meaningful expression, influence on the transformation of democracy, threats to the
combination of democracy and liberalism is analyzed. There are tendencies of increasing
authoritarianism, deepening the crisis of the liberal model of institutionalism and the whole
draft international law. The separate statistical data of international organizations
concerning the degree and forms of distribution of populism have been researched, various
scientific approaches concerning variants of further development of populist scenarios
under conditions of newest geopolitical changes and strategic interests transformations
are considered. An attempt was made to designate places and centers for the content of
manifestations or critical moments, “breakthroughs” in prospects for political processes,
changes in value orientations, institutional changes. to find the best ways and resources
for further development. Attention is drawn to the fact that the crisis of democracy arose
on the verge of links between the content of liberalism (with its uncertainty about the
collective identity of the past and present) and democracy as a process of tolerance to the
plurality of interests and opportunities for their legal representation and advocacy. It was
emphasized that a change in the development tendency may occur depending on many
factors, including readiness for the consolidated solutions of the elites of the modern world
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to overcome all threats and find a balance of national-state and world-scale. interests. It
is emphasized that the nature of the resolution of the conflict in Venezuela may have an
important precedent that will lead to a quick and qualitative change, which can also create
a certain trajectory for the future development of political processes at various levels. It
is also noted that one of the centers of concentration trends is the situation with the final
decision of the UK on membership in the European Union.

Conclusions of the research. In our opinion, the change in the development trend (on
monovectorality, the universality of the path, etc., the issue even is not discussed) can occur
depending on many factors, including the readiness for the consolidated solutions of the
elites of the modern world to overcome all threats and find ways to balance the aggregate
interests between levels of national-state character and world scale. An important position
in designating the prospect is how the situation in Venezuela will end: what will be
meaningful and in what style — ruptura pactada or armed conflict — may be a meaningful
breakthrough of perspective which will mark orientations in the formation of tendencies.
But, perhaps, this situation development, by the law of large numbers, will bring chaos to
a level absurd with further non-obvious solutions and conflicting scenarios. One way or
another, the solution to the conflict of interest in Venezuela and the solution to the issue of
Brexit will be followed by a quick qualitative change, which may also set a certain trajectory
for future shifts in political processes at different levels.

ANTICORRUPTION MARKERS IN POLITICAL CONSCIOUSNESS
OF UKRAINIANS: SOCIOLOGICAL ANALYSIS

Problem setting. Assessments of perception and attitude towards corruption are the
basis of most of the monitoring of anticorruption potential in the world as well as in
Ukraine. They are most often the subject of scientific discourse. However, unresolved issues
are related not so much to the measurement as to the factors that determine the peculiarities
of the perception of corruption.
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Analysis of actual research. The problem of corruption was widely studied in the works
of such prominent Western scholars as G. Broadman, G. Davos, D. Kaufman, P. Mauro,
V. Miller, S. Rose-Exerman, V. Dances, E. Tebaldi, J. Helman, M. Horton et al. Among the
Russian and Ukrainian researchers, corruption problems should be mentioned by L. Bagryi-
Shakhmatov, O. Baranovsky, A. Bovu, Y. Kuzminov, M. Melnyk, T. Koshechkin and others
like that. Issues of effective prevention and counteraction of corruption, implementation
of anticorruption policy, cooperation between civil society and authorities in combating
corruption were investigated by Ukrainian researchers such as V. Martynenko, A. Mikhnenko,
E. Makarenko, S. Kravchenko, O. Sosnin, Yu. Kannish, E. Nevmerzhitsky and many others.

The purpose of this article is the analysis the factors that determine the peculiarities
of perceptions of corruption in Ukraine and thus explain the phenomenon of low anti-
corruption potential.

Presenting the main material. Corruption counteraction requires definite and consistent
ideas about the essence and forms of corrupt behavior. In other words, in the course of
development and implementation of a national anticorruption policy, it is important to
consider existing standards or stereotypes in the understanding of corruption. People rely
on such standards in their assessments of various dimensions of corruption, which,
sometimes, differ from a legislative vision of the essence and forms of corruption entirely.
In the countries where the process of implementation of the international anticorruption
conventions containing fundamental or model descriptions of elements of corruption crimes
has not been completed, the picture is even more complicated. For instance, prior to June
2009 (the first attempt to pass “‘the anticorruption package”), only an insignificant number
of administrative offences was classified as corruption under the Ukrainian law. At the
same time, various types of actions were regarded as corruption both by the public and by
politicians.

From a legal standpoint, there is presumed knowledge of the law. In other words, for
the purposes of law enforcement, it is presumed that every citizen is aware of the types of
actions that are considered corruption crimes or administrative corruption offences in
a given society. However, social reality considerably deviates from the regulatory model
of the anticorruption laws. Besides, the problem in this case is much more complex than
a mere knowledge of respective legal provisions.

Conclusions. In the public opinion, corruption may take various forms, and a model
described in an anticorruption law is not always acceptable for people. Moreover, there
are types of actions that look like corruption but are not corruption from a legal perspective;
conversely, circumstances that may not look corrupt at first sight are corruption under the
law. It is very important to determine how respondents understand corruption and how
they distinguish its various forms in specific everyday situations. From a socio cultural
perspective, perceived assessments of corruption depend on the public conceptions of
corruption.

The problem has received essentially no attention in the studies conducted in Ukraine.
To an extent, an explanation could be that there were no legal experts in the research
groups carrying these surveys out and that the conceptions of sociologists in respect of
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corruption were, at best, incomplete or superficial, because they covered only most
common forms of corrupt conduct, i.e. bribery and abuse of power. Legal subtleties
associated with the definition of offenders, elements of crime, types of liability and
correlation between moral and legal aspects etc. have been left without attention of the
methodology designers.

In this case, these findings could be used as «background informationy in the
interpretation of findings received in respect of the public perceptions of corruption and
the extent of involvement in corrupt relations.

S. ZIZEK ABOUT UNCOUSCIOUS PRECONDITIONS OF IDEOLOGY

Problem setting: The meaning of ideology in modern society does not need any
validation, but the question of its forming remains extremely relevant. XXI century realia
pushes to find new interpretations in traditional approaches. Views of S. Zizek unconscious
preconditions of ideology are worthy of special analysis.

Recent achievents and publications analisys. The problem of correlation between
conscious and unconscious in symbolic activity has been repeatedly brought up in the
works of authors who chose postmodernism as a methodological paradigm in their
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research. Many of them had continually undertook attempts to deconstruct the ideology
phenomenon. The originality of S. Zizek research is in the use of Lacan’s version of
psychoanalysis as an instrument for his research.

Paper objective. Main objective of the following paper is to uncover the possibilities
of uncounscious in phenomenon of ideology realization.

Paper main body. In the following paper the establishing and functioning of ideology
in the perspective critical to Marxism ideology is examined. The use of psychoanalytical
approach as a methodological guide becomes extremely popular in many fields of
knowledge. The works of S. Zizek make readers see the problem of ideology from different
viewpoint, constructively criticize the established approaches, and detect heuristic
possibilities of psychoanalysis use in this field.

As opposed to methodological orientation of postmodernism, Zizek in his analysis
ensures consistency with Marxism and German classical philosophy; he even states the
necessity to rehabilitate Hegel and his dialectics. He believes that psychoanalytical
interpretation of ideology reestablishes the concept of thinking to be a real process, without
concentration on the world of subjective individual. He sees Marxism as a teaching to
study and explains fetishistic forms of consciousness, categorizing ideology as its intellectual
variation. Ideology is something bigger than a false reflection of reality. In the case of
ideology, reality distortion is possible only because human individuals in their practical
work unconsciously create and cultivate this kind of distortion. The mere existence of social
reality is based on the fact, that individuals to reproduce this reality are not fully aware of
the content and consequences of their actions.

Psychoanalytical interpretation of ideology studies social practices and socially
sustained beliefs as something derivative from subjective inner appetence of an individual.
The most important objective of psychoanalytical criticism of ideology is to bring the
ideological consciousness to the point where it can distinguish distorted products of
projective activity in its own life. Psychoanalytical criticism of ideology should answer the
question of what the symbolic order should be. It should be social reality constituting to
save body and spirit health of individuals creating this reality.

Conclusions of the research. The psychoanalytic interpretation of the phenomenon of
ideology reveals that the connection between the values postulated by a particular ideology
and the scientific argumentation used to substantiate these values is purely formal and
optional. Scientific constructions, which are used by ideology, only «hide the excess
pleasure inherent in any ideological formy. The ideological construction is intended to
hide behind rational arguments a thought that is destructive for the entire social system,
that the goal of ideology is ideology itself, that the purpose of authority is authority itself.
All rationalizations are only a by-product of the ideology s desire for self-sufficiency. The
conclusion is absolutely obvious: it is senseless to approach the analysis of any ideology
from the side of its content. There will always be a gap between the declared values and
the nature of the ideological form, which cannot be overcome by any rational analysis.

PRESS FREEDOM LEVEL AS AN INDICATOR OF DEMOCRACY’S
DEVELOPMENT

Problem setting. Among the democratic freedoms defined by the Constitution of Ukraine
is the freedom of speech, which is considered not only in itself, but also as freedom of the
press. But legally declared freedoms in a democratic society necessarily require the
existence of real mechanisms for their implementation in various spheres of public life, as
well as the state's ability to protect them from any encroachment.

Recent research and publications analysis. The problem of press freedom is very
interesting for scientists and the public. In addition, the situation with the development of
freedom of speech in Ukraine is the subject of monitoring of domestic and international
organizations.
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Paper objective. The purpose of the article is to investigate the factors that influence
the degree of development of freedom of the press in Ukraine, as well as to show the
interdependence of the level of freedom of the media and the state of democracy in the
country.

Paper main body. Based on the structure of press freedom, one can analyze the extent
of this freedom.

Economic independence of the media. Most of the media in Ukraine is privately owned
and controlled by a small group of wealthy people who use their resource to ensure personal
interests. This, in turn, could threaten society by limiting the pluralism of ideas, the
principles of freedom of speech and the press.

Legal component. Constitutional and legal regulation of media in Ukraine is one of
the most progressive in Eastern Europe, despite the fact that legal guarantees of media
activities are not always implemented in practice. The rights and obligations of the media
are regulated by a number of legislative acts, as well as resolutions of the Verkhovna Rada
of Ukraine and the government of our state, presidential decrees.

Legal protection of journalistic activity freedom. Freedom of the press becomes real
where the legal protection of freedom of journalistic activity is implemented. Ukraine
remains one of the most dangerous countries for journalists and journalistic activities —
physical attacks on journalists, arbitrary detention and intimidation, kidnapping, murder
of journalists and media workers do not promote the principles of freedom of the press and
create psychological pressure on domestic media workers.

Political aspect. An indicator of freedom of speech and freedom of the press is the
presence/absence of censorship in relation to the media itself and to the materials
distributed. The Constitution of Ukraine emphasizes the prohibition of censorship, while
there are certain limitations that can sometimes be motivation for sanctions, broadcasting
stops, ban of certain media and internet pages.

Freedom of the media is a necessary element of the functioning of a democratic political
regime. The state of freedom of the press directly influences the level of development of
democracy in the state. “Partly Free” Ukrainian Media is one of the reasons “hybrid
political regime” in the ranking of countries in terms of democracy.

Conclusions of the research. It should be noted that press freedom in Ukraine as one
of the indicators of democracy in general strengthened its position. At the same time, there
remain reasons for concern: the monopolization of media markets, the concentration of
private media in the hands of a small group of wealthy businessmen (and the possibility
of their influence on political processes), different methods of reacting to pro-Russian
propaganda and violence against journalists in the country, especially in the East.

THE ROLE OF MASS MEDIA IN THE FORMATION OF POLITICAL
WORLDVIEW AND TRANSFORMATION OF THE ELECTORAL
STRATEGIES OF POLITICAL PARTIES OF AUSTRIA

Problem setting. Evolution of media led to the fact that in addition to their main
functions, they began to perform certain functions of political parties, namely political
socialization and mobilization. Therefore, one of the central places in the election campaigns
of political parties is occupied by the media, and their participation acts as an independent
institution of democracy. The Austrian media system represents special model of functioning
of media which has an impact, both on political outlook of the Austrians, and on
transformation of the electoral strategies of political parties of Austria.

Recent research and publications analysis. The topic of the influence of the media on
political orientations of electorate, political communication and strategies became
a studying subject for scientists. (D. Dubov, D. Farrell, N. Garmash, O. Gruber,
K. Kholodkovsky, Z. Komilova, M. Lettner, S. Lisova, A. Nazarbetova, P. Norris, F. Plasser,
G. Plasser, P. Ulram and other).

Paper objective. The article analyzes the stages of the evolution of election campaigns
and the development of a political communication system in the Republic of Austria. The
purpose of the article is to show, with the example of the evolution of the Austrian media
system, its influence on the transformation of the political world outlook and electoral
strategies of the Austrian political parties.

Paper main body. A modern democratic society needs politics and political mass media.
On the other hand, politics needs the society itself (voters), which, in turn, is sufficiently
achieved only through the media.

In the development of the political communication system in Austria allocate three
stages (according to F. Plasser and P. Ulram): 1) between 1945 and the middle of the 60th
of the 20th century — “domination of party with the newspaper”; 2) the middle of the
60th — the beginning of the 90th of the 20th century — “television” phase; 3) since the
beginning of the 1990th years till today — “multimedia diversity”. Thus, the perception of
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politics occurs through various media channels, which leads to the fragmentation of
political communication.

Owing to social changes and technical progress, the struggle to retain their dominant
position in the Austrian party system forces political parties to look for new methods to
attract the electorate, hence their election campaigns become more professional. Analysis
of election campaigns in the period 2006-2017 allows you to highlight the elements of
their “Americanization”, “personalization”, “negativization”. In turn, the strategies by
which candidates and parties attract votes within the election campaigns are also influenced
by factors such as the configuration of political institutions and the structure of the media
system. A specific feature of the Austrian media system, which belongs to the democratic
corporatist model (according to the classification of D. Hallin and P. Mancini), is the
relatively late realization of the dualization of the television market and strong monopolistic
media structures at the national level.

There are four types of Austrian voters using political information and media:
1) traditionalist, the information-conscious, politically-involved (largest Austrian People s
Party voter share); 2) established, the information-interested, politically close (largest
Social Democratic Party of Austria voter share),; 3) modernity, politically distant, not
interested information (votes for the Austrian Green Party more often),; 4) unprivileged,
dissatisfied with the policy, moderately informed (a high proportion of voters of the party
“Alliance for the Future of Austria” and the Freedom Party of Austria).

Conclusions of the research. Traditional media are an important and primary source
for political information and decision making in elections, which leads to a trend of
politicization of the media. The research conducted by the author allows to come to
a conclusion that changes in political agitation, as a rule, need to be considered as reaction
to the previous changes in a media system and electorate, and from features of modern
Austrian election campaigns it is possible to allocate orientation to television and media.

GENDER DIMENSION OF UKRAINIAN POLITICS

Problem setting. Modern Ukrainian politics requires the formation of a new type of
political leader — a woman and a man, which combines both “female” and “male”
managerial qualities. They are women-leaders who inclined to compromise, peaceful forms
of activity, a complex vision of problems, taking into account the prospect of any decision,
for joint actions with male politicians, and make it possible to unite efforts in achieving
the important social and political goals of the country.

Recent research and publications analysis. Since the proclamation of Ukraine as an
independent state, the problems of women's participation in the political life of Ukraine
have become the subject of numerous scientific discussions, conferences, seminars, political
research.
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Paper objective. The purpose of the article is to elucidate gender stereotypes that affect
the status of the woman-leader at higher levels of Ukrainian authorities. Social thinking
is extremely stereotyped, and double standards are the prevailing norm all over the world
and particularly in Ukraine. The origins of this phenomenon in our state reach even more
primitive times, and the immediate consequences negatively affect the position of women
and the development of society as a whole, including in the political sphere. Ukraine is
still at the initial stage of the formation of gender democracy and the political-state system,
the norms declared by it are torn off from the real state of affairs.

Paper main body. The processes of democratization and humanization embracing
contemporary Ukrainian society include the creation of various opportunities for self-
realization of the individual regardless of its nationality, social origin, gender and age.
The development strategy of the 21st century is aimed at establishing the principles of
parity representation of articles based on gender balance and gender balance in society.
The basis for the functioning of society in the third millennium should be the system of
expressing the will of both sexes — men and women as equal rights, not only legally
enshrined, but also really secured in political and legal principles, actions and building
up public and state structures. Leading women, having a tendency towards political activity,
communicating with people, speaking with the people, the ability of speaking, having great
will and stubbornness, organizational skills, firmness and determination, devotion to the
ideals of their Motherland, have been able to achieve high state positions, due to favorable
circumstances, stubbornly fighting, became subjects of supreme power. Taken together, it
is evident that a woman-leader will eventually be able to move from a category of rare
phenomena to a more common fact in the political life of European society. The civilized
world has long understood and accepted the need for active participation of women in
politics and undoubtedly acknowledged the invaluable benefits and importance of such
participation. The presence of women in politics changes its character, its orientation in
favor of social-oriented programs, the ideals of humanism and non-violence.

Conclusions of the research. Summarizing our study, it should be noted that Ukrainian
politics is permeated with gender stereotypes, and despite numerous bills that ensure
equality between sexes, we continue to see the presence of gender inequality. This problem
remains rather relevant today and requires further research. It is important to determine
the role of social structure in shaping a woman as a political leader, disclosure of the
essence of women's leadership as a style of political activity, as well as a generalization
of the historical experience of women s political leadership in Ukraine.
