ON COMPREHENSION OF PROOF
IN ANGLO-AMERICAN LAW

Problem setting and objectives. Concept of proof beyond reasonable doubt was in-
troduced to the Ukrainian law in 2012 only. In order to grasp and use this innovation
properly, evolution and current state of general comprehension of proof in Anglo-Amer-
ican law is studied. For this, a comparative analysis of similar fragments from several
Black’s Law Dictionary editions (1891-2009) is performed.

Paper main body. Cluster of terms (and relevant concepts), by which proof'in law,
or judicial proof, is expressed (and comprehended), includes now «proof» and «evidence,
«to provey and «to evidence», «burden of proof», «standard of proof», «standard of proof’
beyond reasonable doubty, «standard of proof by preponderance of evidence», «standard
of proof by clear and convincing evidencey, as well «truthy and «belief» coupled with
«convictiony, «to convincey, «to persuadey, and so on.

This cluster was formed and has been evolving all time in at least three dimensions:
logical, juridical, and rhetorical. At that, the rhetorical dimension significance has been
rising through partial extrusion of the logical one. Respectively, although concept of the
Judicial proof remains akin to its analogue in logics yet, but it has been moving increas-
ingly away from it.

On this way, the judicial proof concept lost — as necessary components of its content —
immanent features of the logical proof, namely, truth of evidence in premises and neces-
sary logical connection between whole body of the evidence and conclusion. Concept of
standard of proof undergone significant change as well: now it divides into three main
species concepts that depend on the cases nature. Even that concept, which corresponds
to criminal cases and supposes the most difficult requirements, do not require truth or
absolute certainty of the belief induced, agreeing only on absence of reasonable doubt,
which by nature is subjective and practically never avoid some rhetorical influence.
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Conclusions of the research. The judicial proof was transformed from activity pur-
posed by essence at formally correct establishment of truth, which in principle does not
require more than one thinking person, into organized legal communication of two or
more persons, principal purpose of which is to induce desirable belief in minds of the
persons to whom relevant conviction is addressed. The proof has been evolving all time
in at least three variable dimensions: logical, juridical, and rhetorical.

Problem setting. Questions of historical consciousness, historical memory, patterns
of historical knowledge, and trends in the evolution of historical knowledge are con-
stantly in the focus of philosophical research.

Recent research and publications analysis. Historical consciousness and features of
its formation have been the subject of research by such famous scientists as M. Weber,

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TRANSFORMATION OF LAW: A VIEW FROM THE STANDPOINT
OF COMMUNICATIVE THEORY

Problem setting. The author examines the theory of communicative action developed
by the German philosopher Jiirgen Habermas and analyses its relevance for legal thinking.
He claims that the theory of communicative action can be both fruitful for understanding
the legal phenomena in modern pluralistic societies and for explaining and justifying legal
transformations and legal changes.

Recent research and publication analysis. The study of the above-mentioned problem
is carried out at metatheoretic level in consideration of the author’s arguments about the
theoretical model for understanding legal transformations and the impossibility of a the-
ory of a descriptive nature. This study is based on a broad philosophical and legal argu-
mentation in order to present the communicative model as a high-yielding and open
model of legal thought.

Paper’s objective: The author finds it appropriate to outline the main lines of Haber-
mas’s views about social transformation and communication and to take into account the
conclusions that can be drawn from them in the realm of legal philosophy, legal theory
and legal thinking in general. One of the aims of this paper is to draw attention to the
works of the philosopher Jurgen Habermas and to the importance of establishing a wide
social and argumentative dialogue as well as an “argumentative culture”.

Paper’s main body. The author proceeds from the fact that Habermas'’s theory, based
on the theory of communicative action, or simply the communicative model, can be ben-
eficial for the investigation of how we think about legal transformation and changes in the
legal domain. In this regard the author analyses and investigates the needs of modern
pluralistic societies to theoretically explain and justify legal transformations. Based on
these goals, the article explores the implementation of legal transformations on a rational
basis.

The author’s aim is focused on the analysis of law in modern societies in the form
perceived theoretically by Habermas. The article shows that Habermas has a two-sided
concept of law, which allows him to accurately articulate the problem of law transforma-
tion. The theoretical problem is approched by analysing the formation of law based on
legal texts that have received social meta-significance.

Conclusions of the research. Habermas’s emphasis on the importance of the life-world
teaches us that the rules of action regulated by legal prescriptions are not transformed
arbitrarily, solely by “free will”. With this understanding, law is a project of “living to-
gether”, reproduced from the common foundation of the life-world. This should inspire
legal scholars to understand the law in a way that inspire caution when assessing the
observance of tradition in the perspective of cultural renewal.

SYMBOLIC LOGIC: RETURN TO THE ORIGINS.
PAPER I1. BASIC CATEGORIES

Problem setting. The paper is the Part 11 of the large research, dedicated to both revi-
sion of the system of basic logical categories and generalization of the modern predicate
logic to functional logic. Basic categories of functional logic are the following: an indi-
vidual, a function, representation, and a sequence.

Paper objective. The main task of the paper is to describe every one of the categories
in question. The more expansive task of all the paper series is to expose the whole system
of functional logic and to prove its advantagies.

Recent research and publications analysis. Functional logic was discovered by the
author in 1997, and there is no investigation in this field up today except of papers of the
autor.
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Paper main body. An individual is any theoretical object regarded as atomic. Functions
are regarded as ambiguous in general case, maybe nullary, and are treated as methods to
represent some (any) objects. Most important types of functions are individuals’ functions
(for example, arithmetic operations), functionals, and operators. Representation is the
ultimate generalization of equality; we treat representation as any specification of an
object, as a way to make it present. Fundamentals of the theory of representation are fol-
lowing: any individual can be represented either by itself as a function, or by a nullary
function, or via other objects by a function with argument places. The corrected form (with
respect to the Paper 1) of representation formulas, i. e., atomic formulas of functional
logic are involved. The form of terms that represents general names in formal languages
of functional logic is present. Both these corrections use the machinery of choice functions,
i. e., functions that “elect” one value of any ambiguous function in any case of its use.
A sequence treated as a basic nondefinable logical notion. The nondefinability of the notion
of a sequence will be proved in another paper. When we operate with individuals, functions,
and representation, we structure them in sequences such that every latter has the first ele-
ment and is discrete (and many of them also have the last element).

Conclusions of the research. An individual and a function are relative categories
because, first, when we start to talk about a function, it became an individual with the name
“such and such a function” and, secondly, when an individual is represented by itself, it
became a function. Also, categories of an individual, a function, representation, and a
sequence are basic but not universal for logic, i. e., not every logical object is either an
individual or a function or representation or a sequence. Say, semantical categories of an
expression, a sense, and a denotation are independent of four described above. This means
that we described above the field of logic, independent from semantics. The author calls
this field (and its theory) logistics.

PHENOMENON OF HEROISM
IN THE CONTEXT OF PATRIOTIC EDUCATION

The Problem setting. Social and political processes, economic and state-building
transformations in our country, and the military and political situation around Ukraine,
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led to the return of the theme of heroism to scientific discourse, rethinking the use of he-
roic potential in shaping patriotic consciousness of citizens, national identity of Ukrainians.
The problem of heroism is connected with the evaluation of the activity not only of indi-
vidual historical personalities or even whole generations of the people, but also with its
fixation in the cultural memory of mankind. The phenomenon of the heroic is in the range
of research interests of many social sciences and in the focus of attention of educational
institutions.

The moral significance of the heroic is important, because this concept has a significant
educational potential, contributes to the formation of humane, noble goals, active citizen-
ship and patriotism

Recent research and publications analysis. The essence of the category of the heroic
was explored by J. Bruno, J. Vico, G. V. Hegel, T. Carlyle, D. Campbell, F. Nietzsche,
K. Jung and others. The formation of the phenomenon of heroism is outlined in the works
of G. Skovoroda, P. Yurkevich, T. Shevchenko, I. Franko, L. Ukrainka, M. Hrushevsky,
D. Dontsov, V. Lypynsky, G. Vashchenko, V. Sukhomlynsky, S. Krymsky, V. Baranivsky,
O. Khmilyar.

In the Western philosophical thought of the XX century the understanding of the he-
roic can be divided into four areas. The first direction continues to develop the concept of
T. Carlyle (understanding the hero as a «supermany), the second considers the hero as a
social myth and tool of psychoanalysis, for the third direction the hero is a phenomenon
of social consciousness, a regulator of social life. The fourth is the concept of degenera-
tion, the representatives of which reject the existence possibility of the heroic in a post-
modern society.

Paper objective. The one of the most important phenomena in a range of scientific
interests of philosophy, psychology, ethics and history was discussed. The essence of
concepts «heroy, «heroismy» based on the analysis of philosophical literature was ex-
plored. The description of the history of the phenomenon of heroism in different sourc-
es was made. The connection of aforementioned phenomena could be traced with such
concepts as «patriotismy» and «identityy, the motives of selfless devotion and death,
variants coexistence of different concepts of «hero» were distinguished, specific signs
of heroic action were demonstrated. It reflected social and cultural settings of a spe-
cific historical period and indicated the variability of ideas about the status of this
phenomenon. It was defined that people constantly were coming back to that category
and fixing with that fact the highest level of spiritual beauty and activity of personality,
which was able to give hope and to lead, to provoke the desire to imitate.The attention
in the research work was focused on the philosophical idea ofthe twentieth century be-
cause at that period there was intensification of scientific research for clarification of
those concepts.

Conclusions of the research. Modern Ukrainian patriotism must be the result of the
practical realization of a responsible sense of citizenship as an integrated quality of a
modern man. Forming patriotic feelings in Ukrainian youth, teachers should rely on such
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basic characteristics of patriotism as the socially consolidating nature of its manifestation,
civic responsibility and active position of all members of the community. As a result, pa-
triotic feelings for Ukrainian youth should become not only a stable and conscious iden-
tification with their native country, but also a readiness for responsible and effective civic
action.

«FISSURE OF THE WORLD SYSTEM»:
GLOBAL SHIFTS AND HYBRID CHALLENGES

Problem setting. The first decades of the XXI century demonstrate the unrestrained,
turbulent, even explosive development of the world political process, which raised waves
of “color” revolutions, began to distort the national sovereignty of some countries, led to
a violation of the international principle of inviolability of postwar borders through mili-
tary conflicts and “hybrid” wars. It is no longer possible to deny that under modern con-
ditions there is not only a break in the bipolar and unipolar world order, but also a transi-
tion to a multipolar world with several centers of influence.

Recent research and publications analysis. Empirical approach plays important role
in the study of the international systems. It correlates with geopolitical specificity and
mainly investigates contemporary interaction of people and states, geopolitical strategies
and government tactics within certain geographical regions. Empirical research is char-
acterized by: the desire to specifically explain certain international situation (political,
economic, humanitarian), that developed in certain region of the planet, specificity of the
systemic connections between global actors, to highlight the level of influence on behavior
of the international subjects and decisions of national elites of following factors. socio-
humanitarian and economic realities, national potential of the states, cross-regional
competition, directions of actions and juridical boundaries regarding interventions of
international organizations etc. Serious destructive influence on the contemporary system
of international relations is exerted by new wars of the 21st century: wars with terror,
cyberwar, “hybrid” wars and so on.

Paper objective. The purpose of the article is to seek through systemic, phenomeno-
logical and factor-geopolitical analysis to identify the nature of the modern international
system and the nature of real and hybrid “drivers” that stimulate its development and, at
the same time, turbulence and global shifts. Hence, the research tasks are as follows: ac-
cording to the ontological parameters to carry out the phenomenology of the “interna-
tional system”; to systematize the typologies of various international systems; to identify
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key trends (challenges) of shifts and destructions of the current world order; to substanti-
ate the most significant factors of global turbulence: macro-oscillations of the world
system, “geopolitical shifts”, international terrorism, “hybrid” wars, humanitarian col-
lapses (pandemic coronavirus), etc.

Paper main body. Contemporary conceptualization of the international systems, in
our opinion, demands more accurate phenomenological interpretation, since this is a
phenomenon of a special type. First of all, international system is a mega-phenomenon of
the social type, which organizes the existence of macro communities of planet in a special,
relational way. Secondly, international systems are supercomplex in their content and
structure, therefore they have to adapt to each other and to elements of the whole environ-
ment (this is characteristic of the whole planetary system and of its regional and sub-re-
gional subsystems). Thirdly, according to Phillippe Braillard, informal and poorly orga-
nized nature of the international systems is obvious, because it is not always possible to
delineate clearly and definitely between the complex that is being studied and its external
environment. Fourth of all, international system has capacity of open formation, which
explains the low level of integration, even some divergence of components inside of the
wholeness.

The international system of modernity began to experience radically modern chang-
es under the influence of the powerful “geopolitical landslides” (factors of influence),
which caused its turbulence and further transformation: 1) the completion of the collapse
of colonial empires and the emergence of many post-colonial countries as independent
international actors on the political map of the world, implementing their national-polit-
ical projects; 2) the global collapse of the model of the “bipolar world” — of closed po-
litical systems, which embodied two superpowers of Soviet Union and the United States,
the end of the “Cold War”; loss of meaning of the paradigm of the “Third World” for
the underdeveloped countries; 3) entrance of new sovereign states into the world arena
(after the collapse of the USSR, Yugoslavia, etc.), which are modernizing and introducing
their new own geostrategies in international relations; 4) post-communist transformation
of the countries of Eastern and Central Europe, Asia and Africa fundamentally changed
the ideological balance and geopolitical design of the planet. As a result, the strategic
shift of the Baltic-Mediterranean arc into a new geopolitical trajectory took place — into
the Baltic-Black Sea arc, along the borders of Russia with the Baltic States, Ukraine, and
Georgia; 5) the global economic jump of Southeast Asia as a sub-regional system,
driven by the success of the quasi-superpowers of the region: Japan (economic strength
and investments), China (demographic and industrial capacities), South Korea, Singapore,
Hong Kong (technology); India (leader of social democracy). According to Phillippe
Braillard and Mohammad-Reza Djalili, this results from the existence of regional sub-
systems — a set of specific interactions based on general geographic affiliation; 6) the
geopolitical “weight” of the South Asian sub-region grows because of the collapse of the
North Korea’s “nuclear blackmail” militaristic strategy, thanks to the successes of di-
plomacy of the US President Donald Trump; 7) paradoxically, but currently the political-
economic competition between strategic partners — the USA and the European Union — is
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intensifying. At the same time, military-political tensions between the Russian Federation
and the United States and NATO, as global rivals in various geopolitical aspects — war
in Syria, sanctions against the Russian Federation because of the annexation of Crimea
and aggression in eastern Ukraine — are growing, global migration, Iranian, Iraqi and
Venezuelan issues, etc.

Turbulent character and macro fluctuations of transitional international system of
“misbalance and mutual equilibriums”, additionally is determined by the competitive
coexistence of states of stable and transitional democracy, autocratic states (that can be
differentiated into traditional-conservative, military-totalitarian, authoritarian-modern-
ized) and specific quasi-states. This combination of authoritarianism with liberal democ-
racy is problematic, and leaves impact on the global politics — temporary restorations of
the post-communist governments, lack of competent and responsible bureaucracy, corrup-
tion-related scandals in the international structures, ignoring of the demands of the
global states in questions relating to survival of humankind. The most important factors
in the destabilization of the world system are wars, international terrorism and global
problems, in particular, the coronavirus pandemic.

Conclusions. Contemporary international system is currently in a state of transi-
tional from the unipolar world to the multipolar one, from the stability that prevailed after
the collapse of the world socialist system to the qualitatively new international system with
several fulcrums. But this process is very complex and prolonged; it will be constantly
influenced by the new “geopolitical shifts”, as factors contributing to global turbulence
and macro fluctuations of the transitional international system: the final collapse of the
colonial system; the destruction of the model of the “bipolar world” and the emergence
of sovereign states that implement their own geostrategies on a world arena; problems of
coexistence of countries in stable and transitional democracy, autocracies and specific
quasi-states, strategic shift of the Baltic-Black Sea arc to the borders of Russia with the
Baltics, Ukraine, Georgia; the global economic jump of Southeast Asia as

a sub-regional system; increase in economic competition of strategic partners — the
USA and the European Union,; an increase in military-political tension between the Rus-
sian Federation and the US with NATO, and so on.

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PRIVATIZED VIOLENCE: THE ESSENCE AND TYPES
OF ITS IMPLEMENTATION IN MODERN WORLD

The social nature of violence and its forms, peculiarities of manifestation and realiza-
tion are considered in the article. The concept of «privatized violence» was conceptualized
in the context of theoretical and general cultural studies of violence, which made it pos-
sible to distinguish it from the general conceptual term «social violence» and to define it
as an objective factor of social development, as well as to organize it on various grounds.
The reasons for the occurrence of privatized violence and the factors that cause it to in-
tensify in the current context. On the basis of the historical experience analysis and mod-
ern practice, the content and specifics of the privatized violence manifestation, mechanisms
and factors of its implementation in the modern world are investigated. Particular attention
is paid to the impact of globalization processes on violence, the establishment and strength-
ening of its indirect, privatized forms. The manifestations of violence and aggression state
the importance of biological and psychological qualities, but the determining factor is the
social factor. The peculiarity of different approaches to the problem of privatized violence
is the search for tools, a certain theoretical model that will exclude or regulate the mani-

festations of this social phenomenon at all levels of human practices. Analysis of the an-
thropological determinants of human aggressiveness shows that centuries of socio-genesis,
a person’s internal ability to contain his tendency to violence and aggression, is easily
overcome by the influence of external factors, such as ideology. In addition, the sphere of
human corporeality is now increasingly regulated through medicine, psychology, genetics,
educational and manipulative technologies. If political violence is institutionalized, incor-
porated into the mechanism of action of society’s values, embedded in the social structure
by various methods, and transformed into an instrument of social order organization,
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primarily through coercion, stimulation and persuasion, then hidden violence, on the
contrary, stimulates the increase of uncertainty and chaotic life of everyday life.

The anthropological component of privatized violence turns it into a phenomenon of
social consciousness, which is an essential factor determining the process of cultural and
historical society development. The function of punishment exercised by the subjects of
privatized violence to establish «social justicey is the modern equivalent of the institute of
vengeance, which is based on a specific irrational understanding of people’s perceptions
of damages through revenge. The peculiarities of the political culture of transformational
Ukrainian society are revealed, which influence the intensification of socio-political ten-
sions and motivation for privatized forms of violence. Social groups that resort to privatized
violence and models of communicative behavior and management styles in conflict and
post-conflict situations are considered. The conclusion is made about the social condition-
ality of privatized violence and the feasibility of forming a culture of nonviolence, tolerance
and consent in the current context.

Keywords: violence, non-violence, phenomenology of violence, social violence, priva-
tized violence, fairer violence, society, social order.

Formulation of the problem. Violence is an integral part of social life through-
out human history. Despite its changing forms and instrumental purpose (such as
expression of an aggressive nature, means of survival and profit, seizure of terri-
tory or scarce resources, affirmation of “race purity”, etc.), there has been no his-
torical period devoid of violence. Western researchers D. North, J. J. Wallis, and
B. R. Weingast attempted to conceptually interpret world history with a view to
addressing the problem of violence in human societies through the introduction of
different social orders, different belief systems, type of organizations, political and
economic institutions. In their view, it is precisely how societies respond to the
ever-present threat of violence that defines and structures forms of human interac-
tion, including types of political and economic systems [1]. The legitimacy of the
right of individuals or social groups to encroach on the health, freedom and other
values of human life at all times has been extremely costly to humanity. However,
today, in the age of rapid development of science, technology and technology, its
price is extremely increasing, it can be exceptionally widespread in its destructive
effects. Therefore, the problems of the impact of globalization processes on vio-
lence, in particular, the strengthening of indirect, privatized forms of it, are being
actualized.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The problem of violence has
always occupied an important place among the theoretical problems of scientific
discourse. In contemporary scientific literature, the problem of violence is explored
both in the subject field of political science (G. Agamben, F. von Hayek, K. Schle-
gel, A. Dmitriev, I. Zalysin, S. Kuzin), and in relation to the philosophical (J. Der-
rida, S. Zizek, M. Staudigl), psychological (F. Fanon), ethical (L. Svendsen), mass
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media (H. M. Enzensberger), cultural (W. Sofsky) and other scientific intelligence
[2—18]. Researchers have analyzed structural violence in the context of social jus-
tice; justification of the state monopoly on violence and the use of specific means
of social change; identification of various forms of violence with emphasis on the
problem of the individual; comprehending the scale of violence [6, p. 24-26; 19].

Various conceptual interpretations of the problem of violence in the political
aspect are found in the works of Ukrainian scholars V. Bebyk, D. Boyko, C. Ho-
lovaty, Ye. Holovakha, V. Horbatenko, M. Mykhalchenko, V. Kravchenko, V. Kre-
men, V. Ostroukhov, O. Panfilov, O. Poltorakov, O. Rudakevich, F. Rudych,
V. Slyusar, V. Tkachenko, M. Trebin, V. Tselyuk, M. Shulga and others. [20-26].
At the same time, the problem of violence, primarily privatized, remains one of the
most debatable, as the scientific approaches to addressing it differ significantly from
one another. Thus, the scientific conceptualisation of this problem, which is con-
nected with political analysis of the essence of violence in general, and privatized
in particular, the content and types of its manifestation in the modern world, is
actualized. Particularly in our time, the dismemberment, spread and outright simu-
lation of man and the apocalyptic sentiment and all-pervasive cynicism-nihilism
parasitizing on this media, the reverse side of which terror and terrorism both on
the moral individual and political levels of the interstate stand. In addition, in do-
mestic political science, studies of the problem of privatized violence are fragmen-
tary, unsystematic. An analysis of work on issues of violence convinces us that this
topic is vital for the future development and existence of humanity.

The purpose of the article is to investigate the causes of increased privatization
of forms of violence, mechanism and factors of its implementation in the modern
world.

Presenting main material. All societies, regardless of the principles of their
organization, face the need to address the problem of the use of violence by indi-
viduals in the form of physical acts or threats to take such actions. Through violence,
people and communities compete with one another for access to scarce resources
or status. And people’s actions are often of a «negative», destructive and destruc-
tive nature associated with violence and coercion; they are aimed, if not at the
destruction, at the elimination of the enemy, to achieve a «victory» over him.
Moreover, humanity cannot exist without resorting to violence against violence.
The society generates and broadcasts a diverse background of ideas, some of which
may be in demand in times of crisis in society. The most marginal concepts are
channeled into dominant discourses when the deconstruction of traditional institu-
tions occurs. The legitimation of violence is a mechanism of survival and protection
that is realized by the collective unconscious. Almost the main sign of violent ac-
tions is a conscious violation of generally accepted norms, rules, agreements, which
destroys established forms of communication, creates chaos. However, chaos is
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often interpreted as a transition to a «<new» order. Violence can be carried out by
the state and its bodies, by terrorist organizations or by individual groups and in-
dividuals using physical, political, economic, psychological, legal and other means.

Historical experience shows that violence, which in a number of cases can be
justified (resistance to the aggressor, oppressors, etc.), in the end, always has a
destructive nature, rejects society backwards, contributes to the demoralization and
growth of the manifestation of the negative aspects of human nature. Widespread
violent actions in today’s society, with its technological and technical systems and
capabilities, are particularly dangerous. It is only natural that society moves on to
other technologies of social change on the basis of equality of the parties (of course,
recognizing fundamental human rights), dialogue, compromise, solidarity, cul-
tural and moral blocking of destructive tendencies of the person by means of inter-
nal, spiritual transformations, acceptance of personal own responsibility for evil.
In doing so, one should see the particular danger of indirect psychological violence,
which is expressed in the form of myths, distorted information, and manipulation
of human consciousness.

Since ancient times, humanist thinkers have justified the right of the people to
violence in cases of just wars, to fight tyranny. In accordance with these ideas, the
constitutions of democratic states recognize the legal and moral right of the people
to use force and fight against those who are trying to forcibly eliminate the demo-
cratic order. It should be noted that the understanding that violence produces only
violence led to the formation in the 1920s of the ethics and practice of nonviolent
struggle for a fairer society (L. Tolstoy, M. Gandhi, M. L. King) [27, p. 439].

Consequently, no society has been able to completely eliminate violence from
people’s lives, most of all — it has only been restrained or limited and directed. The
instrument of such restraint, restriction and direction of disorderly violence is often
organized violence by the state. Most of all, the violence was restrained or limited
and directed. It is about using societies to control the political, economic, military,
religious and educational activities of people and organizations with a view to
mastering, limiting, deterring and consolidating violence. Actually, such models
of social organization, in which relations between people and organizations, their
access to scarce resources and means of violence, are structured and restricted by
social institutions, are defined by D. North, J. J. Wallis, and B. R. Weingast as
social orders [1]. The state uses the instrument of violence for the purpose of keep-
ing within the social order and law the struggle of social groups or certain eco-
nomic interests. In modern societies, violence is transformed into an instrument of
social order organization, becoming a reliable and legitimate means of integrating
and constructing power, population and territory.

It should be noted that at the turn of the XX and XXI centuries the institu-
tional model of the evolution of the social order of D. North drew the attention of

Ukrainian social scientists. He developed the problem of social order as a problem
of cooperation, which is solved by the institutions — the rules of the game in society
or by human-made constraints that direct human interaction [28]. From this point
of view, institutions structure the incentives of the subjects in the process of their
economic, political and social interaction, directing human behavior in the direction
desired for the social community. As a result, the uncertainty and chaos of everyday
life decreases. Therefore, regulating the behavior of people in society by the crite-
ria of proper and improper compliance with social regulations is accompanied by
the use of both explicit and covert violence. Therefore, violence is a kind of insti-
tutionalization of social relations, whereby individuals or groups of people, through
various means of external coercion and manipulation, subordinate themselves to
the consciousness, will, ability, property and freedom of others.

One of the aspects of promoting new rationality as an attribute of violence in
the age of globalization is its privatization and commercialization. The concepts of
«violence privatization» and «privatized violence» were widely used in the late
1990s in historical and political studies of terrorism, civil wars in Africa, drug traf-
ficking in Latin America, and the most thorough theoretical understanding of the
understanding of E. Eppler. It should be noted that the above concepts were, in
Eppler’s, primarily political and are ideologically left-wing. He defined privatized
violence as a blending, on the one hand, of the fundamentalist fanaticism of the
most egregious criminality, on the other. Therefore, it depends on the growth of
inequality both within society and between societies [29, p. 12].

Privatized violence opposes the state, replaces it, denies the state monopoly on
violence. The subject of private military formations, local armed formations of
civil self-defense during the Civil War began to be addressed in the late 1990s. In
particular, L. Martinez of the Civil War in Algeria: 1990-1998 described the emer-
gence of armed forces in Algeria on different principles: regionally (as an armed
wing of political parties), relative to the authorities (created to support the work of
law enforcement), based on private interest (private armies) [30, p. 235]. It should
be noted that the lack of permanent and sufficient consolidated political and legal
control over the armed forces and technologies of destruction and violence, the
existence of permanent organizations, independent of either the state or individuals,
often leads to self-destruction and degradation of society. On the other hand, the
declared instrument of the «right of nations to self-determination» was a legal in-
strument during the civil wars, on the basis of decolonization processes, despite the
fact that its practical and political realization is, as a rule, against the background
of a sharp and fundamental weakening of the state-political and social- political
institutions in the former colonies [28, p. 131].

In general, it is possible to distinguish such groups that can own and execute
privatized violence: private firms and organizations providing security, protection
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and security services, including «private armies«; organized crime groups that
commit violence for profit; terrorists; militarized formations and protest groups that
resort to violence in order to «declare themselves» or publicize their ideas, obstruct
certain actions of the authorities [31, p. 46]. The classic context in which private
agents of violence (or actors) can begin their ascent is the combination of political,
economic, social and cultural prerequisites such as the functioning of a low-diver-
sification dependent economy on primary commodity exports, social modernization
without social development, and no conflict between traditions and the current
norms, and the growing fear of identity loss, the considerable weakness of the state
in fulfilling its essential functions, or, conversely, its repressiveness th to resolve
the forms of disagreement that are void of violence [32, p. 29].

German researcher W. Ruf has identified the main tendencies of the state los-
ing its monopoly on the use of violence and, accordingly, the privatization of vio-
lence. First, weak control of certain territories; second, decisive forms of citizens’
security are expressed primarily in the rebellion against the central government
and financed through the control of resource-rich territories and corresponding
contracts with multinational corporations; new models of legitimacy are formed
by inclusion / exclusion (the division of resources is through a system of «one’s
own — alien», especially if it is carried out on ethnic grounds; the main role is
played by armies, because they have a functional hierarchical structure, recruiting
young people to military groups and recruiting the method seeks to get rid of its
poor position [33, p. 17].

Therefore, the privatization of violence is a factor in social mobility and social
transformation. This allows one to speak of the privatization of violence as a com-
plex structured social process: as a form of social self-organization in the face of
weakening state power, as an instrument of struggle between different social groups
and communities, as a means of material and economic enrichment. The statement
of this reality allows us to consider privatized violence as an independent concept
having a specific scope and content. It can be defined as a form of coercion by one
group of people (one individual) against another group (individual) in order to
obtain or maintain certain benefits and privileges, gain political, economic and any
other domination. Forms of violence are divided into economic, social, political,
ideological, physical and other [34, p. 135]. Integrative signs of violence in this
context are active material and practical interaction, excellent social actors, com-
plications in meeting their needs, realization of interests and goals.

Coercive means used by the state are mostly legitimate and implemented
within the framework of the legislation in force in the country. Opposition forces
often resort to privatized violence to gain power. Such actions by the opposition
are illegal, although when the goal is achieved, the subject and the object of violence
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change places. The actions of the new ruling elite are declared legal and legitimate,
while the previous one is outlawed.

Globalization is also accompanied by the systematic differentiation of the
society, the source of which is economic and cultural integration, actualized by
modern migration processes, the loss of control over the state border and territories
by the state. This is accompanied by the impossibility of the government institu-
tions to apply traditional methods of discipline-based control, and the state actu-
ally loses its monopoly on violence. There are objective attempts to concentrate
resources to prevent these processes. It is a tendency to use a legal system that
should regulate all social and personal relationships as necessary. However, it is
precisely because of the intensification of differentiation processes that laws,
regulations, orders and other regulations are either incapable of fully fulfilling a
regulatory function, or because of their redundancy have a formal or even a for-
malized meaning.

Observations show that the manifestations of violence are conditioned by the
willingness of the parties to the conflict to violence, their verbal confrontation. Such
readiness is formed through the mediation of identification on the principle of
«We — They», «Ours — Strangers». This serves as a basis for ethnic, religious, and
political violence. Later, in the process of direct confrontation between the conflict-
ing parties, the instigation of low instincts, namely fear, intimidation, self-preser-
vation, and revenge, are the motivating motives of privatized violence.

One of the forms of privatized violence under such conditions is corporate vio-
lence, formed on the basis of the traditions, rules and regulations of the functioning
of corporations, enterprises, labor collectives, which supplement the legal regulation
of relations and, even, partially replace them. Employees knowingly execute certain
orders and orders for fear of condemnation for violating corporate ethics. The
component of corporate violence is privatized corporate security, which is to del-
egate the basic functions of employee safety, financial management, material re-
source conservation, and, especially in recent years, information security to corpo-
rations themselves. This is accompanied by a significant increase in the number of
security and safety specialists, technological and technical equipment of their ac-
tivities, gaining the right to use force to exercise their powers.

In today’s societies, which are characterized by deep structural differentiation,
the duration of the impact of «rational» violence is reduced, they are characterized
by a tendency for permanent social transformations, which are expressed in out-
breaks or mass irrational riots, protests, mass or single ones. The latter are expressed
in the form of mass shootings or collective suicides. The state is not able to guar-
antee the safety of citizens in its totality. The privatization of violence involves the
possibility for certain individuals or groups to commit state violence in certain
territories or in certain groups on a private or quasi-private basis. In such circum-
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stances, paramilitary formations appear that perform the function of order control
but are not funded by the state but by individuals or groups of persons to whom
they are subordinate. They may have legitimate status, but they rarely acquire le-
gitimacy. The form of privatized violence is also terrorism, which manifests itself
both on the national borders of states and on the geopolitical space

The already mentioned H. Wulf identifies two trends in the privatization of
violence by engaging in struggles between different groups and communities dur-
ing the period of social transformation of private paramilitary groups. The first is
the privatization of «bottom-up» violence, in which agents of social change (unor-
ganized armed forces) create a situation of insidious insecurity, act as a cause of
chaotic, lawless situations, or even destroy state institutions, effectively taking
responsibility for the loss of state monopoly [35, p. 36]. As U. Beck points out,
such privatized violence confronts the authorities so much that even if the latter is
based on strong consensus, it can easily be provoked by the provocation of small
groups of determined-minded abusers (suicide bombers), and by the first subjects
for whom world conflicts cultures offer thousands of reasons for putting the high-
tech world in the face of its own irreparable vulnerability [36, p. 106].

The second is «top-downy, in which the privatization of violence is carried out
by the authorities through outsourcing of traditional military and state functions to
private companies [28, p. 36]. In the second case, two options for outsourcing can
be distinguished: delegation of authority to either foreign (usually international)
companies or domestic companies [35, p. 36]. The first option involves external
interference in social transformation processes. This political decision is motivated
by internal social factors. It allows a power that does not have sufficient military
power to convert some of its own funds quickly enough without involving na-
tional armed forces. At the same time, in their activity, these companies do not
respect the rights of civil rights and international humanitarian law, they use any
forceful methods to protect their interests [37, p. 141].

The increase in demand for private military services is attributed to the massive
demobilization of highly qualified military personnel from many countries as a
result of the end of the Cold War. Their inability to adapt to new social conditions
could threaten the social stability of a demilitarized society [37, p. 141]. The alter-
native, in the form of involving them in the activities of militaristic or paramilitary
organizations, has, in fact, shaped the market for violence, both on a societal and
international scale.

The second option reflects the dialectic of the struggle of the parties to social
conflict and is a way to prevent «mythical» violence. During the period of ap-
proval of «mythical» violence in order to preserve the dominant «rational» power
can involve sports and militaristic organizations. The said privatization of violence
is intended, in our opinion, to give them the functions of direct physical violence,
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since such actions by the authorities cause the rise of mass protests and the un-
populated domination of «mythical» bloody violence. Therefore, the activity of
state power 1s ambivalent. On the one hand, it loses its monopoly on the use of
violence, delegating some of its powers to these organizations, and on the other, it
supports the resources of violence against protesters.

This trend actualizes the problem of changing the security strategy at the na-
tional and international levels. According to a domestic researcher on the problem
of privatization of violence, O. Poltorakov, transnational business (institutionalized
MNCs and MNBs) essentially privatizes national states, the importance of the geo-
economic component of international security increases, the essential characteris-
tics of the «arms market», which gradually turns into a state-centric, transformed
(decentralized). The state has begun to perceive the private sector as a full-fledged
equal partner in the field of national and state security, essential updating of citizens’
needs for security services, which the state is unable to satisfy [38, p. 307-308].

It cannot be stated unequivocally that the partial transfer of powers to commit
violence is temporary and is a one-off action aimed solely at reducing the level of
aggression in society. Due to the destruction of classical mechanisms of control by
the authorities over the practice of the exercise of legitimate violence, the state itself
loses the possibility of sole control over the regulation of various types of violence,
which leads to a blurring of the principles of responsibility for the actions of private
actors of violence [39, p. 84]. A number of scholars, in particular G. Elwert, E. Ep-
pler, D. Keen and S. Chojnacki, speak of the emergence of markets for violence as
a social phenomenon. Such markets emerge as a result of the defect of state mo-
nopoly on the use of violence and in the presence of spaces open to violence, that
is, social spaces in which violence is regulated not by traditional contexts or other
mechanisms of organization and ordering, but by the ownership of goods and ser-
vices is not voluntarily exchanged but appropriated forcibly [40, p. 201].

Existing turnover in the economic system of society is complemented by a vio-
lent method of obtaining goods. These processes tend to be long-lasting and are
accompanied by the expansion of the space of violence, the replacement of the
established principle of social relations by all other principles, and thus the loss of
relevance of the factors that have led to social transformations. In the face of a
prolonged lack of resources for the nationalization of violence in the government,
that is, the return of a monopoly on violence, these organizations seek to legalize
their right to privatized violence, formalize and even institutionalize.

Long-term economic development requires political stability, peace can only
be achieved in the face of economic progress and prosperity. External shocks, such
as sudden spikes in food prices, can cause tension and widespread protest within
communities — especially those without adequate social protection networks — and
even lead to conflict and even outright violence. In addition, widespread or increas-
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ing unemployment is undermining the world, encouraging the spread of criminal
networks, gangs, and rebel groups. Sociological studies show that young people
from countries affected by conflict call unemployment and idleness the most com-
pelling reasons for joining such organizations. Against this background, govern-
ments need to step up their efforts to promote job creation and employment op-
portunities, including in finding ways to fund appropriate policies and programs.
It is not by chance that the subjects of violence often appeal to justice, human
values, even ideals. Thus, data from sociological studies on the identification of the
level of tolerance of young people to deviations in society testify to the tolerant
attitude of representatives of this age category to those deviant groups that can ex-
ist autonomously (alcoholics, vagrants, etc.), and readiness to reverse violence at
immediate threat (bullies, bullying among students, etc.).

Particularly acute, the problem of violence, including privatization, has arisen
in modern Ukrainian society. From this point of view, the dramatic self-determi-
nation of Ukrainian society with the priority vector of geopolitical integration, the
signing and attempts to implement the Association Agreement with the European
Union have resulted in fierce and violent resistance of certain political forces both
domestically and externally, threatening socially. Democratization, privatization
and market transformation, and today land reform, unemployment and mass im-
poverishment of the overwhelming majority of Ukrainians have generated claims
by individuals and entire groups for special status, power and resources, in the
course of which opponents neutralize, injure or eliminate their rivals. Socio-eco-
nomic relations, at one of the poles of which there was an oligarchic state and at
the other, a helpless atomized society, could not remain stable by definition. After
all, post-Soviet society possessed electoral weapons to defend its interests in op-
position to the oligarchs.

Separately, there is a problem that has arisen in our space recently. This is the
problem of the influence of the creation of artificial identities on the actualization
of the drivers of violent behavior. As the current practice of the Russo-Ukrainian
war attests, aggressive propaganda through violent propaganda of artificial identi-
ties can lead to outbreaks of violent behavior.

Today, there is no social group in Ukraine that identifies its interests with the
state and the people, and the common state (national) interest arises from the set of
private, divided interests of individuals and groups of people. We do not have a
national bourgeoisie. Rather, a modern diaspora of new oligarchs with a correspond-
ing environment emerged around them. The clan-oligarchic capitalism that cur-
rently prevails in Ukraine is perhaps the most inefficient model of economic, po-
litical, and cultural development since the North Korean Juche. Corruption is a
solid one. All this speaks of the actual unmanageable state. For example, we have
seen paramilitary organizations take over the functions of protecting the rights of
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non-law enforcement owners. However, in this case, the matrix fails at least twice.
First, these organizations have assumed the functions of public authorities without
formally delegating their powers to the latter. Second, paramilitary organizations
grossly violate the Constitution of Ukraine because only state bodies have the right
to use force [41, p. 24].

Maintaining the integrity of society, preventing chaos requires the active in-
volvement of relevant social institutions, especially state institutions, which aim to
protect the system, restore it, and prevent conflicts. Unfortunately, in a crisis of
Ukrainian society, virtually no state institute fully fulfills its functions. Each of
them is in its own way deformed, refined, weakened, disorganized. For example,
failure of the functioning of social institutions, their weakening, a significant de-
crease in the effectiveness of their activities. Deformation of the work of state in-
stitutions continues throughout the years of independence. Numerous examples can
be cited, when the Parliament and the President opposed virtually all the Presidents,
and the confrontation between law enforcement. This defect has not been eradi-
cated so far. Is this not a testament to the stiff confrontation between the SAP and
NABU in recent years? [41, p. 23-24].

For the sake of objectivity, it should be said that some steps have been taken to
reduce instability and violence in society and the state, and efforts have been made
to strengthen state institutions. However, efforts to restore the vertical of power
(for example, returning to the 1996 Constitution, strengthening the role of the
President’s Institute, forming a majority in parliament through the transition from
faction to faction, influence of the executive branch on the judiciary, etc.) have
become a concern in society.

But more importantly, in our society, the process of becoming legal statehood,
the crystallization of new social strata, the manifestation of their social contours,
and the formation of political identity are very slowly taking place. Therefore, there
is no clear political representation of social groups in power structures, especially
in parliament. It turns out to be a vicious circle: the blurring of the boundaries of
social strata gives rise to a blur of social and political identities, and the blurring
of the self-consciousness of groups gives rise to a loose political structure of a
society consisting of political entities with vague programmatic goals and poorly
expressed values. In the context of blurred boundaries of public communities, vot-
ing in the elections of the President, Parliament, local self-government bodies have
become situational in nature and does not reflect the political structure of society.
Such a situation is known by the famous sociologist M. Shulga as a manifestation
of the failure of the social matrix [41].

Another feature of both parliamentarism and political life in Ukraine was that
in all the years of independence, relations between the authorities and the opposi-
tion were characterized not by political rivalry, not by competitiveness, but by the
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Cold War. Each side fought the opposite for destruction. It is implied that such a
situation was abnormal when in society the idea was asserted that the other party
was not a rival but an enemy, not my compatriot, who wished good to his people,
his homeland, although he saw a way to achieve it differently, his own, but the
exiled saboteur, the bandit, the foreign agent, the «fifth column», which is not a
political competition in the elections, but there is an ice slaughter [41, p. 59-61].

It is now extremely important politically and ideologically to ensure economic
transformation in Ukraine and to prevent a situation where the problem of transition
to a mixed economy is being sidelined, giving way to ensuring the stability of the
existing status quo and trivial survival. This should be a coherent, energetic and
sufficiently rigorous state policy, much firmer than in the period of normal develop-
ment. It is the consolidation of the statehood of Ukraine that guarantees the need
for economic transformation. In our search for a modern national idea, in the re-
alities of the 21st century, Ukraine, in our opinion, must proceed from the fact that
it must form the basic spiritual and material foundations for the construction of
modern Ukrainian institutions of state, law and civil society.

Conclusions. The problem of violence, although it invariably accompanies all
phenomena and processes throughout the history of human civilization, is one of
the most controversial and poorly researched topics in social science. The peculiar-
ity of different approaches to the problem of privatized violence is the search for
tools, a certain theoretical model that will exclude or regulate the manifestations
of this social phenomenon at all levels of human practices. Analysis of the anthro-
pological determinants of human aggressiveness shows that centuries of socio-
genesis, a person’s internal ability to contain his tendency to violence and aggres-
sion, is easily overcome by the influence of external factors, such as ideology. In
addition, the sphere of human corporeality is now increasingly regulated through
medicine, psychology, genetics, educational and manipulative technologies. If
political violence is institutionalized, incorporated into the mechanism of action of
society’s values, embedded in the social structure by various methods, and trans-
formed into an instrument of social order organization, primarily through coercion,
stimulation and persuasion, then hidden violence, on the contrary, stimulates the
increase of uncertainty and chaotic life of everyday life.

The anthropological component of privatized violence turns it into a phenom-
enon of social consciousness, which is an essential factor determining the process
of cultural and historical development of society. The function of punishment ex-
ercised by the subjects of privatized violence to establish «social justice» is the
modern equivalent of the institute of vengeance, which is based on a specific ir-
rational understanding of people’s perceptions of damages through revenge. The
problem of privatized violence is one of the defining characteristics of the global-
ized world. The formation of new individual, collective, socially organized prin-
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ciples of tolerant existence is becoming an increasingly popular trend in the devel-
opment of modern civilization. An alternative to violent practices should be the
nonviolent path of further human development.

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FACTOR OF MILITARY POWER
IN MODERN INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS

Problem setting. The modern world continues to consider military power as one of the
most important tools for solving foreign policy problems. However, it is not an extraordi-
nary option or a last resort in the range of possible shares. Military power has become a
widely used tool along with political and diplomatic actions. The decision to use military
power is made by world actors based on their own understanding of their national interests
and the appropriateness of its use, even without a UN resolution. Thus, the issue of the
study of military power as a tool in international relations becomes relevant.

Recent research and publications analysis. Consideration of certain issues of military
strength aspects is reflected in the works of R. Aron, O. Bodruk, A. Gramsci, R. Keohein,
H. Morgenthau, J. Nye, V. Smolyanyuk, P. Taylor, A. Toffler, M. Trebin, K. Waltz, I. Waller-
stein, S. Huntington and others. However, in modern conditions, the issue of the use of
military power in international relations requires a new rethinking, especially in the con-
text of systemic changes in world society.

Paper objective. The purpose of this article is to analyze some aspects of the use of
military power in international relations.

Paper main body. The article reveals some aspects of the use of military power in
international relations. The essence of the military power of the state, the forms and tasks
of its use are revealed.

The article examines some aspects of the use of military power in international rela-
tions. The essence of the military power of the state, forms and tasks of its application
are revealed. It is highlighted that the simplest scenario of the state’s transition to military
actions and in the international arena is the threat of the use of force demonstrated by it
(explicit — hidden, real — conditional); A more complex type of use of military power
remains armed violence — direct physical influence on the opposite side by means of armed
struggle for the purpose of its destruction or profitable transformation and, accordingly —
to achieve their own political goals. Among the tasks of military power in international
relations are: the task of demonstrating daily state military capabilities in order to deter
a potential adversary from direct aggression or hostile actions of a lower level (passive
deterrence); the task of demonstrating excessive military power and determination to use
it in the event of partial involvement of the country’s mobilization capabilities to ensure
counteraction to a potential adversary (active deterrence); the task of demonstrating
excessive military superiority and readiness to use force in order to force a potential
adversary to retreat from controversial issues or to act contrary to its interests (offensive
deterrence).
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The features of the formation of the power factor in the world are analyzed. Special
attention is paid to the views of the US leadership on the use of military force in interna-
tional relations.

Conclusions of the research. Military power in international relations is seen as a
means of resolving mutual conflicts in their own favor. This phenomenon is objectified in
the form of the threat of war, invasion, provocation, attack, aggression, strikes, and so on.
The practical tasks of the implementation of military force include the following: seizing
the initiative and achieving military-political superiority over the opposing side, encroach-
ment on sovereignty, territorial integrity, destabilization of the internal situation, coercion
to change the political course or economic policy, etc. At the same time, military power
becomes essential in the effective counteraction or in the practical implementation of these
problems.

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COMMUNICATIVE «SOFT SKILLS» AND THE WAYS
OF THEIR DEVELOPMENT IN THE PRESENTATION
OF MODERN STUDENTS

Problem setting. Actualization of the study of “soft skills”, highlighting the factors
of their formation and improvement is due to the fact that in our time for successful
professional activity and development in the vast majority of areas the following abilities
are required.: to learn quickly, to search for information and to analyze it, stress resis-
tance, ability to teamwork, to find common ground with different people, etc. Until re-
cently, educational institutions used to focus on narrow, specialized professional knowl-
edge and skills in the training process, but in the information society, when the aging of
knowledge becomes lightning fast, soft skills come to the foreground, and thanks to that
you can quickly adapt to changing conditions.

Recent research and publications analysis. There are many examples of definitions
of the term “soft skills " in the scientific literature, but they all relate in one way or an-
other to such groups of competencies as communication skills, personal development,
management skills, i.e. those that help to operate effectively in any field, find the best
solutions in a wide range of tasks, facilitate the transition to new or other areas of pro-
fessional activity. Among the scientists who have dealt with this issue can be named
Lippman, L. H., Ryberg, R., Carney, R., Kristin, A., Raickaja L. K., Tihonova E. V.,
Osipova S. 1., Gafurova N. V., Rudnickij Je. A.,Chulanova O. L., Ivonina A. 1.

Paper objective. The purpose of this article is to identify the views of student youth
on the importance of certain “soft skills” for further professional activities, the place of
communication skills in the system of necessary “soft skills”, self-assessment of their
development and willingness to improve in the future.

Paper main body. The globalization of the labor market has become a factor for the
entry into the domestic scientific terminology of such a concept as “soft skills . If ear-
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lier the subject of research were various competencies of employees, then the last two
decades their division into “hard skills” and “soft skills” has been actively used. “Soft
skills - unified skills and personal qualities that increase the efficiency of work and
interaction with other people. “Soft skills” are presented as communicative and mana-
gerial talents. ““Soft skills” include such skills as leadership, public speaking, persuasion.
A sociological study was conducted to find out the opinion of student youth about the set
of “soft skills” important for career, the place of communication skills, the degree of
their development and ideas about the mechanism of further development. Respondents
consider, that the most important for their future work is the ability to clearly express
their thoughts, ask questions, listen to others, the ability to quickly find the information
you need and analyze it, the ability to learn quickly, absorb a large amount of informa-
tion. Relatively less important for future work is ability to show initiative, friendliness,
openness, positivity, the ability to work in a team, the ability to see a common goal and
a willingness to help others. Comparison of respondents with and without work experi-
ence showed that students with work experience consider as more necessary qualities
ability to quickly find the necessary information and analyze it, the ability to make deci-
sions independently, take responsibility, the ability to think outside the box, consider the
problem from another angle, the ability to show initiative. Those who have not yet had
work experience consider as more necessary the ability to work and the ability to con-
scientiously perform assignments, discipline.

Comparison of assessments of the importance of qualities and skills with self-assess-
ment of development of the respondents shows that the following important qualities are
in the most need of development: the ability to structure time, self-confidence, ability to
clearly express thoughts, ability to learn quickly, absorb large amounts of information,
skills to think outside the box, the ability to quickly find the information you need. Re-
garding the way of developing of super-professional skills and qualities, the respondents
are willing to develop these skills through self-education, or are ready to go to special
trainings, training courses. Students with work experience and without work experience
see ways to develop “soft skills” somewhat differently. Those who have already worked
have less hope for universities and are more willing to participate in various trainings,
courses. The vast majority of respondents have experience of participating in various
clubs, sections, courses. Sports sections, creative clubs, courses to deepen knowledge
of school subjects are attended the most frequently. The main reason why respondents
develop their “soft-skills” is personal development. Topics that would be of interest to
respondents for study were, first of all, psychological knowledge and training, medicine,
computer science and foreign languages. The survey also clarified which professions,
according to respondents, will be in demand in the near future. Respondents believe,
that, first of all, the professions in the field of IT-technology and medicine will be in
demand.

Conclusions of the research. Thus, the data obtained during the survey allowed to
draw the following conclusions: The set of “soft skills” important for the career of the
surveyed students consists of the ability to clearly express their thoughts, ask questions,
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listen to others, efficiency, ability to quickly find the necessary information and analyze
it; ability to learn quickly, absorb a large amount of information. The most important
qualities that need to be developed for future work are the ability to express one’s
thoughts clearly, ability to quickly find the necessary information; ability to learn
quickly, absorb a large amount of information. The vast majority of respondents are
willing to develop these “soft skills” through self-education. Regarding the knowledge,
that students need for a successful career — more than a half of the respondents indi-
cated psychological knowledge.

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PECULIARITIES OF INTERACTION OF COURTS
AND MEDIA IN THE CONDITIONS OF DEMOCRACY

The problem of communication between courts (judiciary) and the media is analyzed.
1t is noted that in a democracy, both institutions are interested in effective interaction: the
Jjudicial system — in the objectivity and completeness of coverage of their work, and jour-
nalists — in that they do not interfere in their activities to collect and disseminate informa-
tion about courts and judges. The directions of cooperation between courts and the media
are proposed.

Keywords: judiciary, courts, mass media, journalists, democratic principles.

Problem setting. Transparency in the functioning of state institutions is an
important feature of modern democracy. Citizens need to know who and how makes
socially important decisions, how they are implemented and what the consequenc-
es are for society as a whole. The implementation of this general principle of the
democratic system in the judiciary has significant differences, as the balance of
interests of society as a whole, individual groups and individuals in relation to
information about court proceedings must be constantly maintained. Violation of
this balance can create risks of human rights violations, undermining the authority
and public confidence in the court. The media play the role of an important social
mechanism in the interaction of the judiciary and civil society institutions. The
formation and effective functioning of a free press and independent judiciary
largely depend on the coordinated interaction of these two institutions of society:
the court as an independent authority and the media as an influential social mecha-
nism. The court is the guarantor of law and justice, an independent body for the
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protection of the rights and freedoms of citizens, designed to ensure the rule of law,
stability and law and order in society. The media, promoting the realization of one
of the fundamental rights of citizens — the right to information, is an expression of
public interests, a channel for forming public opinion and an instrument of public
control over the state and government (including the judiciary).

Recent research and publications analysis shows that the problem of interac-
tion between the courts and the media is quite debatable. There are several areas
in its consideration. Firstly, the court is considered not only as a legal category,
but also as a social phenomenon: the process of its institutionalization and modern
features [1; 2], place in the system of social relations [3], the problem of trust in
the court [4] etc. Secondly, the theoretical and applied aspects of communication
in the judiciary [5], as well as the algorithm and practical recommendations for
establishing the communication work of the court [6] are highlighted. Thirdly,
considerable attention is paid to the peculiarities of the interaction of the judi-
ciary and the media, problems and ways of their neutralization [7-10], mechanisms
of effective communication between the courts and the media [11], the influence
of publications in the media [12] on the court (administration of justice). Finally,
the use of social media in the communication between the court and society in
order to ensure trust in the court while ensuring the rule of law is an interesting
area [13; 14].

The purpose of the article is to analyze the peculiarities of the interaction of
courts (judicial system) and the media, to identify problems that arise in the process
of this interaction and to clarify the conditions and directions of effective interac-
tion of these institutions of society.

Paper main body. Court as an independent form of human relations, as a social
institution arises in the early stages not only of civilization but also the development
of man as a biological, intelligent and social being. According to S. V. Prylutskyi,
the nature and organization of man is such that outside society he could neither
save his life nor develop and improve his abilities and talents. By uniting with oth-
ers like him, he gained the strength he lacked when he was alone. As a reward,
nature has given man two properties that give him an advantage over other ani-
mals — intelligence and sociality; thanks to them, he who alone could not oppose
anyone, becomes everyone. However, in addition to the strength gained through
social unity, the negative companion of the people was mutual confrontation and
enmity. In the wild, a conflict is usually resolved by the law of force, through a
brutal struggle (war), in accordance with the principle: who is stronger is right.
However, this form of social relations inevitably weakened, and even destroyed
the already unstable, but so important and necessary social ties. All this prompted
people to find new ways to overcome interpersonal conflicts, ways that would en-
sure social unity, stability, tranquility (peace). It is the search for ways to reach an
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understanding in resolving conflicts that prompted people to turn to such a form of
social relations as the court [2, p. 38].

Court is an independent type of social relations, which within certain historical
stages of development of social and public and legal relations, acquires its own
separate organizational and legal norms, thus completing the process of institution-
alization.

The main reason for the transformation of the judiciary into a social institution
was the growing public need for judicial assistance and the ability and desire of
people to defend their rights, as well as to resolve conflict situations in court. There-
fore, it can be argued that the formation of the judiciary as a social institution is
directly related to the development of democratic principles of modern society, the
growth of the level of legal culture.

Today, the court is understood in several meanings. Firstly, as a body of the
judiciary, secondly, as a specific judicial institution (an element of the judicial
system), which has additional characteristics that clarify and individualize it, as
well as determine the territorial and substantive jurisdiction, and thirdly, its mean-
ing is clearly associated with those who administer justice, i.e. judges [2, p. 40].

As a social institution, the court and the judiciary are directly dependent on the
society in which they operate. As O. V. Chernushenko notes, only such a court and
the judiciary, which have passed the procedure of legitimation and are supported
by society, and therefore have a high authority in it, can be effective (in a positive
sense). One of the ways to legitimize the judiciary is effective social (public) con-
trol over it, which provides for publicity of court proceedings, in particular, with
free access to them by media representatives [3, p. 113].

In turn, D. B. Baronin notes that the judiciary needs, first, social control by the
members of society over the fair application of not only the law but also moral
norms, taking into account local traditions and customs, and, second, providing by
the representatives of society with such conditions that can guarantee judges inde-
pendence from the illegal influence of official structures and independence in the
formation of their inner beliefs in the judicial case, that is why the question of
defining the ways and limits of social control over the court is relevant [ 1, p. 144].

Social control is usually divided into formal and informal. The formal means
the state control exercised by official institutions and organizations, as well as legal
norms, the purpose of which is to protect a certain social order. The informal social
control may mean the application of informal regulatory requirements, sanctions,
“informal” social pressure. It comes mainly from civil society institutions.

Social control over the judiciary should be exercised through the openness of
the judiciary, availability of the judicial information to the media and its objective
coverage. The purpose of social control over the court is to form public trust in it.
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Like any social institution, the court has a certain image in society. According
to O. A. Ivanova, the current Ukrainian government (including the judiciary) has
a negative image, which is confirmed by the results of monitoring public opinion
on the perception of the judiciary (in 2017-2018) [11]. At the same time, according
to this monitoring, there are some contradictions that allow us to conclude that
mistrust is often based on lack of awareness of the work of court (judicial system)
and doubtfulness of the sources of information.

These data are confirmed, in particular, by the results of a study by the Razum-
kov Centre. Thus, the sociological survey “Attitudes of Ukrainian citizens to the
judiciary”, conducted by the Razumkov Centre in 2019 [15], states that the level
of trust in the courts is one of the lowest in the society. 77.7% of respondents re-
ported their distrust of the courts (the judiciary as a whole). By the way, the main
source of information about the activities of Ukrainian courts for 55% of Ukrai-
nian citizens is the media.

Institutional trust can be considered a kind of indicator that determines social
well-being of the population, in addition, is an important condition of social com-
munication, through which agreement, understanding and dialogue between the
parties is possible and also it is possible to find new opportunities for further de-
velopment. Increasing trust in the judiciary of Ukraine is one of the tasks of the
judiciary and it is outlined in the strategic documents for the development of the
judiciary in Ukraine in recent years. The degree of trust (distrust) of citizens in
justice is influenced by many factors. One of the most important of them is the
media coverage of the court’s work.

The media as a social institution arises from the needs of people to exchange
messages, their own and others’ thoughts and feelings through language and other
signs of communication. People use the received information as a cognitive resource
in the process of forming their ideas, opinions, value orientations. Thus, the media
play a significant role in shaping people’s views, public opinion, which is an im-
portant institution of a democratic system and a sign of a “sphere of openness”
functioning.

The development of the information society, increasing the role and importance
of the media, information in shaping the worldview of citizens has put public au-
thorities, including the judiciary, in front of the need to form information policy,
creating conditions for openness and transparency of their activities.

P. Kablak believes that the most important function of the media is to provide
objective information on the basis of which one can make a real picture of the pres-
ent, monitor the work of various branches of government, raise topical issues,
monitor the solution of important problems. By informing the population, the
media develop people’s skills of analyzing the activities of the government, the
ability to defend their own views, increase the responsibility of the government for
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its actions [7, p. 48]. Indeed, the media have a great influence on the formation of
public consciousness and public opinion. The courts’ communication with the
public through the media is primarily aimed at covering and disseminating the
information on the activities of the judiciary, judges and judicial self-government
bodies, forming a positive image of the court and trust in this institution.

According to O. Ovsyannikova, the judiciary and the media have common goals
and objectives, their interaction should be aimed at ensuring that the population
correctly understands the purpose and actions of the court, and the media have the
opportunity to carefully, accurately and truthfully convey information to citizens.
The interaction between the courts and the media does not involve protection from
criticism, but a free exchange of views, open discussion of successes and difficul-
ties [8, p. 174].

Creating an effective system of interaction between the courts and the media is
one of the priorities of democratization in modern Ukraine. Both judges and media
workers must not only be clearly aware of the importance of such activity, but also
carry it out themselves. A fair and efficient judicial proceeding cannot be ensured
if it is not open to the public. This is exactly what modern democratic standards of
justice require. A general idea of international standards of interaction between the
courts and the media can be found in the manual “Courts in relations with journal-
ists and the media” [16, p. 6-13].

Pursuant to the UN Economic and Social Council Resolution 1296 of 11 Febru-
ary 1994, the Madrid Principles on the Relationship of the Media and Judicial In-
dependence were extended. The main provision of the document is the statement
that “the function and right of the media is to gather and convey information to the
public, statements and comments on the administration of justice, including cases
before, after and during the trial without violating the presumption of innocence”.
Therefore, such a principle of the media in the field of administration of justice may
be subject to certain restrictions applied on a clearly defined basis.

The position of the Council of Europe, enshrined in the European Convention
for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms (1950), in its in-
terpretations by the European Court of Human Rights, as well as in resolutions and
recommendations of Council of Europe bodies, is also important for Ukraine. Ac-
cording to paragraph 2 of Article 10 of this Convention, freedom of expression (and
hence freedom of the media) may be subject to restrictions imposed for the follow-
ing purposes: to protect the reputation and rights of others, to maintain the author-
ity of the court, to ensure the impartiality of the court.

The European Court of Human Rights also applies in practice other principles
of interpretation of the Convention norms on freedom of the media, especially in
the context of judicial coverage. Such approaches are summarized in several
Resolutions and Recommendations of the Committee of Ministers of the Council
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of Europe. The application of democratic standards of the relationship between the
judiciary and the media can be complicated by certain factors related to our his-
torical past and the immaturity of democratic principles. Firstly, the traditions of
the Soviet judicial system, which was based on the principles of secrecy and lim-
ited public coverage of the proceedings, are still preserved. Secondly, the “imma-
ture” Ukrainian media have not yet fully passed the stage of learning the rules of
integrity, and the journalists are not always ready to adequately respond to the
specific restrictions on their rights in the coverage of judicial issues. The above
factors affect the peculiarities of communication between the courts and the media
and create certain problems of substantive and organizational nature.

Thus, O. Ovsyannikova rightly notes that the media currently contains many
critical articles on the problems of judicial activity — about the courts and judges
[8, p. 177]. Of course, the facts of violation of the law are important to publicize,
including through the media, to form intolerance in the public consciousness to
such manifestations. At the same time, the positive aspects of the work of judi-
ciary are often overlooked by the media, and the citizens thus receive a one-sided
negative perception of justice. The topics of corruption, bribing judges, and biased
court decisions account for almost half of the number of publications containing
various types of criticism and claims against judges. But objectivity requires cov-
ering both the negative and the positive, because it is difficult to build a constructive
relationship on a single negative. It is necessary to provide positive facts for the
formation of the correct pattern of behavior, and its implementation.

Of course, the legal awareness of journalists is also a problem. This is what the
existing issues of their communication with the courts are often associated with.
Factual and legal inaccuracies, terminological errors, inaccuracies in the names of
the judicial institutions, uncritical use of various sources of information in the
preparation of materials, etc. — all this may indicate the gaps in the professional
training of journalists.

Sometimes misunderstandings between judges and journalists result in miscon-
duct on the part of judges themselves, who still maintain the tradition of a “closed”
judicial system, finding reasons to avoid covering their activities.

Taking into account the problems and experience of building relations with the
media, O. I. Yevtushenko speaks about the need to comply with the basic principles
of interaction between the press and the judiciary, namely:

— transparency: court decisions and other information related to the activities
of courts (unless they are cases to which access is restricted by the law) must be
provided to the media;

— consistency: court decisions must be promptly and accurately communicated
to the media. In turn, the justice system should be at least aware of any references

and citations of the information coming from the judiciary. This “gentleman’s
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principle signals to mutual respect and guarantees the correctness of the transfer of
information,;

— objectivity: the media should strive for the most accurate coverage of the
judiciary’s activities and in their comments and analysis do not go beyond the
ethical and professional boundaries beyond which arbitrariness begins;

— technological effectiveness: press structures of courts of different levels must
have a sufficient technological and personnel base to meet the needs of journalists
for information on judicial issues [9].

The issues of effective cooperation between the courts and the media are re-
lated to ensuring two constitutional values: a free press and a fair and independent
court. According to P. Kablak, the main purpose of such cooperation is to reach
the “golden mean” so that the judge is protected from the pressure of public opin-
ion inspired by the media conclusions. On the other hand, the society must have
access to the courtroom through the media [7, p. 48-49].

The main principle for productive cooperation between judges and journalists
can be formulated: judges need journalists to cover their work objectively and
fully, and journalists, in turn, need judges not to impede them.

Usually, communication between the court and the public is spontaneous. Cer-
tain information is disseminated at the household level, in ordinary everyday con-
versations of people. In general, there is the greatest interest in cases heard by the
courts, especially those that are resonant. In these cases, the mediator of the dis-
semination of information between the source of information (court) and the con-
sumer (citizens), as a rule, are the media, which are responsible for the completeness
and accuracy of information, for the moral position.

Creating a decent image and reputation of the judiciary in society must be pur-
poseful. The judiciary must create favorable information flows in order to have an
image and reputation that will ensure respect from society. An important role in
this process, of course, is given to the media.

Today, one of the main channels of communication of individual courts is pri-
marily the own website, which contains text, photo, video information, news, which
are constantly updated. However, the development of information ties between the
court and the public should not be limited to the creation by the courts of websites
or, for example, the publication of color brochures for citizens, with the history or
composition of the court.

The judiciary representatives need to build strong ties with the “fourth branch
of government”. Strategic and tactical steps in the interaction between the courts
and the media should be: preparation of the information ready for use in the media;
initiating and launching certain topics for the media; prioritization of information
presentation; focusing media attention on the problems of individual courts and the
judicial system as a whole, etc. All this can be done through various forms of con-
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veying informational messages (in addition to the own), including press confer-
ences, press briefings, press tours, round tables, conferences, seminars, presenta-
tions, etc.

Conclusions. Creating an effective system of interaction between courts and
the media is an urgent task at the stage of democratic transformation in modern
Ukraine. Not only the implementation of basic democratic principles — the function-
ing of a free press and the independence of justice, but also the development of
democracy depend on the coordinated interaction of these two institutions of soci-
ety. The judiciary of a democratic state must work on the basis of openness. Such
openness and public scrutiny are ensured through the media in terms of finding and
taking into account the mutual interests of the main actors of interaction, the court’s
initiative interest and the professional work of journalists. Effective interaction
between courts and the media will be facilitated by the organizational consolidation
of their typical relationship, indicating the main situations or forms of such interac-
tion and the establishment of mutual rights and responsibilities.

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PRAXEOLOGICAL TYPOLOGY OF VIOLENCE:
SOCIOLOGICAL AND LEGAL DIMENSIONS

Problem setting. Violence now recognized to be a serious and widespread social and
legal problem worldwide, but with more than several categories of violence, each of which
has its own social and legal consequences.

Recent research and publications analysis. It shows that there has been much ter-
minological controversy on the definition and just what actions should be covered, espe-
cially those of social character. Some preliminary efforts have focused on developing of
praxeologically focused classification system.

Paper objective. The article argues perspectives of the sociological approach devel-
opment to the analysis of the phenomenon of violence, in the praxeological focus of
“social action”. Violence is not one social or legal pattern but several.

Paper main body. The praxeological nature of violence has led to a number of ob-
serves classification schemes for interdisciplinarily studying its component parts. Struc-
tural classification of “social violence” by its key dimensions / parameters is proposed,
primarily subjective, objective, subject, contextual, and also structural and institutional.
Each criterial classification provides a more specific definition with associated advan-
tages and disadvantages. Those criteria are quite frequently combined to examine par-
ticular forms of violence, especially those of social character. Although not conceptu-
ally clean, those classification generally observed and specifically analyzed has proved
useful both in its sociological and legal perspectives. Clearly, different classification
approaches serve different purposes. To be of not an exclusive classification proposed to
cover all types of violence, but rather provides some conceptual organization for structur-
ing efforts for further interdisciplinarity studies. Special attention is given to “cyber-
space”, in terms of “‘cyber violence” in general and “cyberbullying” as its key type.

Conclusions of the research. In the general context of the development of interdis-
ciplinarity the prospect of a sociological and legal approach to further social studies of
this phenomenon are outlined.
