Muntian V.S. Historical overview of physical education development in the system of values and people’s priority
direction of activity (Ancient World). General patterns of occurrence and development of physical education and priority directions
of activities of human beings in Gentile / Tribal and Slaveholding society are reflected The analysis and synthesis of the literature
and Internet information sources reveal the features of one of the main historical period which is Ancient world and the evolution of
physical education in social relations context has been done. Features of physical education systems development of the Ancient
East, Ancient Greece, Ancient Rome and the peoples of the Americas are outlined. The regularities of occurrence of physical
education, which are bom at the bowels of civilization and are the social formation product in which it existed, are revealed. Basing
on principles of existentialism it is evident that physical education and all that concerns regularities of human life’s activity, especially
at initial stage of his appearing and development (since ancient time), reflect his struggle for existence. Adapted physical education
systems and trainings had an impact on strengthening of the people’s position and the military power of states. It is found that
physical education represents social and personal values, and is responsible for the tasks of mankind development at a certain
historical stage. Physical culture as an integral part of the society culture should be considered through the prism of the of the basic
laws of dialectics as universal laws of development. Physical education is a subject of public relations, which takes into account the
priority areas, the importance and usefulness of the results of human activity, development of society and social phenomena.
